A RESOLUTION AUTHRORIZING APPLICATION FOR AND EXECUTION OF A PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION CAPITAL ASSISTANCE GRANT UNDER THE ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION’S GENERAL AUTHORITY TO MAKE SUCH GRANTS
WHEREAS, the provision of general public and specialized Para transit service is essential to the transportation of elderly, disabled and other transportation disadvantaged persons; and

WHEREAS, the Illinois Department of Transportation’s general authority to make such Grants, makes fund available to offset certain capital costs of a general public transportation system; and

Whereas, grants for said funds will impose certain obligations upon the recipient.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, ILLINOS:

Section 1.  That an application be made to the Division of Public and Intermodal Transportation, Department of Transportation, State of Illinois, for a financial assistance grant under the Illinois Department of Transportation’s general public transportation capital costs of the City of Macomb, Illinois.

Section 2.  That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file such application on behalf of the City of Macomb, Illinois.

Section 3.  That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is authorized to furnish such additional information as may be required by the Division of Public and Intermodal Transportation in connection with the aforesaid application for said grant.

Section 4.  That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file on behalf of the City of Macomb any grant agreement pursuant to said application.
