The Macomb City Council met in a regular session on Tuesday, February 19, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers in City Hall, 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL

A Resolution to Establish and Adopt the Solid Waste Collection Policy









Preamble
A. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) has entered into a contract with Waste Management to collect solid waste in the city.

B. The City desires to implement a solid waste policy to implement and administer the solid Waste Program under the Agreement for Curbside Solid Waste, Recycling and Landscape Waste Program.

C. The policy is intended to supplement the municipal code in the day-to-day operations management of the solid waste programs.

D. This policy is recommended to give guidance to the public, staff and contractor in the consistent application guidelines.

E. The subcommittee has reviewed the policy and recommends that the City Council adopt the policy as administrative guidelines.

F. The Council hereby approves the Solid Waste Collection Policy.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  Incorporation of Preamble. The preamble which appears above is incorporated into this section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in full verbatim.

Section 2. Adoption of the Policy.  The Policy attached as Exhibit A is hereby adopted.

Section 3. Modification of the Policy. Any modification of policy will be approved by the City Administrator.

Section 4. Publication of Resolution. The City Clerk shall publish a copy of this resolution and make copies of the policy available.

Section 5. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
