Public Safety Committee
Budget Meeting

February 12, 2008

The Public Safety Committee met on Tuesday, February 12, 2008 at 4:00 p.m. in City Hall’s Council Chambers at 232 E. Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order.

Members present: Tim Lobdell, Chair, Mike Inman, Vice Chair, Ken Zahnle, Ed Lavin,  and Dennis Moon,

Others present:  City Administrator Dean Torreson, Business Office Supervisor Vicky Williams, and Deputy City Clerk Gloria Barr.

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss the Police and Fire budgets:

The Police budget was discussed with special attention given to the following requested items from the five year plan: (2) replacement police vehicles, Police K-9  vehicle, New telephone system for a total of $121,000.  Additionally, Cameras - for back door of police station and a new roof was discussed.
Chairperson Lobdell stated the committee had discussed the back door camera and felt it was needed.



CA Torreson stated the cameras for the backdoor was deferred on the original five year plan, but can be put into the 08-09 budget due the importance of the project.  The cost of the camera system is to be reviewed.  He also stated the new roof has been replaced with patching the current roof.

Other budget items discussed included overtime, new uniforms & training, firing range, ammunition. 

Vice Chairperson Inman moved, seconded by Committee member Lavin to authorize monies not to exceed $25,000.00 for working with 911 on a back door camera for the Police Department. All members voted “Aye” and Chairman Lobdell will refer this to the Council. 
The Fire budget was discussed with special attention given to the following requested items from the five year plan:  SCBA Bottles, Complete SCBA Packs, Turnout Gear and a Hurst Spreader for a total of $31,500.00.

Fire Chief Andy Taylor asked for permission to hire one new Operations Officer and to promote two officers.  This would help with several areas that need attention.  He also stated overtime money will increase less than last year’s usage due to the $11,000 needed for the Jones Sewing Center fire.

There being no further business to come before the committee, Vice Chairperson Inman moved, seconded by Committee member Moon , to adjourn, all members voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 4:53.
