A. James R. Heuer and Karolynn A. Heurer, (the “Owner”) is the owner of real estate described 

in the attached annexation agreement and has requested water service from the city of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) and the City has agreed to allow the Owner to tap into the water main and obtain water service from the City.

B. Owner‘s property is not contiguous to the city of Macomb and is not located within the   

corporate limits of any other municipality.
C. The City desires to annex the Tracts.

D. A public hearing upon the proposed Annexation Agreement was held before the City Council 
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 on May 19, 2009 at 7:00p.m., and a public notice of the hearing was published at least one time in The Macomb Eagle not more than 30 nor less than 15 days before the date fixed for the hearing. 

E. The City Council desires to approve the Annexation Agreement and to authorize its   

execution.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1, Approval of Annexation Agreement.  The Annexation Agreement with James R. Heuer and Karolynn A. Heuer, attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A, is hereby approved.


Section 2. Authority to Execute Agreement.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the Annexation Agreement and the City Clerk to attest and to affix the city seal in the name of and on behalf of the City to the Agreement.


Section 3. Mayor Authorized to Take Further Action.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to take any further acts that may be necessary or proper to carry out this Resolution and effectuate the Agreement.


Section 4, Effective Date.  This Resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
