Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

Monday, September 22, 2008

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday September 22, 2008 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order.

Members present: Richard Vick, Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Ken Zahnle, and Dennis Moon.                        

Others present:  Mayor Wisslead, Deputy City Clerk Gloria Barr, City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm.
First item was the introduction of Jacob Holmes, Network Administrator, to the City Council.  Mayor Wisslead introduced Jacob Holmes and asked him to tell the Council about his background.  He stated he had completed an Associate Degree in Computer Science at Spoon River College and during that time did an internship for McDonough County establishing their website.  He also attended Western Illinois University before accepting this position.

Second item was discussion on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located at 1700 West Jackson Street from M-2 General Manufacturing District to R-4 Multiple Family Dwelling Residential District.  Mayor Wisslead tabled this item due to the Phase I environmental review.  
Third item was discussion on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located at the 400 Block of North Dudley and North Madison Streets from R-4 Multiple Family Dwelling Residential District to M-1 Light Manufacturing District.  
Alderman Lobdell stated this was referred to as the Green Monster property and understood the request for M-1 zoning, but felt the zoning should be left alone.  

Alderman Dorsett said he was aware most zoning around the property was M-1 but he questioned whether we wanted M-1 zoning in that area.  He saw this as similar to the West Jackson situation and felt B-2 or R-1 zoning should be reviewed for the area.

Alderman Vick asked if there was residential concern and what use would be utilized with the area.

Mayor Wisslead gave the history of the property and stated he did not know much about the plans for the property, just that the owner had been approached by a buyer that wanted the M-1 zoning.
CDC Basch told the Council a resident to the north had a concern and explained the normal uses for M-1 zoning and stated it should be noted that most business in M-1 zoning is not heavy manufacturing.
Alderman Gilbert said he would like to know what was going on the property.

Alderman Lavin stated the Comprehensive Plan for the City shows residential for that area and he supported Aldermen Dorsett and Lobdell suggestions.

Mayor Wisslead stated there was time for review and consideration as the ordinance would not have second reading until October 6, 2008.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn into Executive Session for the purpose of a) Appointment, employment compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c)(1) of the Open 
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Meetings Act and b) The setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c)(6) of the Open Meetings Act, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:12 p.m.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Gilbert to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 5:37p.m.
 There being no further business, Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:37p.m.
