Preamble
A.
The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) has acquired a tract of real  

estate located within the corporate limits of the City.

B.
The City acquired this real estate by donation from the Ella Zeisler Family.

C.
The City has received a request from Habitat for Humanity for McDonough County for the    
 donation of a vacant lot.

D.
The City proposes to donate a lot to Habitat for Humanity for McDonough County described 

 as follows:



Lot 9 in Block 5 of Home Addition to the City of Macomb

E.
Habitat for Humanity for McDonough County intends to build a home on this site.

F.
The City Council of the city (the “Council”) hereby finds and determines that it is no longer necessary, appropriate, or in the best interest of the city that it retains title to the tract of real estate, and said real estate is not required for the use of, or profitable to the City.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL, OF THE CITY OF

 MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1. Incorporation of the Preamble.  The preamble which appears above is 
incorporated into this section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in full verbatim.
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Section 2.  Designation of Agents for donation.  The City Administrator, as agent for the City,

 is designated to handle all respects of the donation of said real estate.

Section 3.  Details about the Real Estate.  The real estate consists of one tract located in the
 
City.  The real estate is zoned for residential use.

Section 4.  Terms of Donation.  The tract shall be donated.  The City will provide evidence of

 title.  Only the land is donated.  Habitat for Humanity for McDonough county shall be obligated to pay all customary building fees and charges including, but not limited to, water taps, sewer taps, permits, etc.


Section 5.  Acceptance/Rejection of Request for Donation.  The Council approves the

 
donation of the tract of real estate, by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the corporate authorities now holding office.

Section 6.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage 

 
and approval.
