The City Council of the City of Macomb, Illinois met on Monday, October 27, 2008 in a

session at Macomb City Hall at 7:00 p.m. in a Special Council meeting pursuant to 



the call of the Aldermen Richard Vick, Dave Dorsett and Tim Lobdell with notice served on 



members in the manner provided by Ordinance, and call and proof of service being attached 



to these minutes.

PLEDGE

Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order and led the audience in the Pledge of 



Allegiance.     

ROLL CALL
City Clerk Melanie Falk called the roll and the following Aldermen answered present:  Richard Vick, Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Ken Zahnle and Dennis Moon.  Eight Aldermen being present, Mayor Wisslead declared a quorum present for the transaction of business.  In addition to the Mayor, City Clerk and Aldermen, City Administrator Dean Torreson and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm were also present.  

The purpose of this special meeting was to discuss the agreements with the Macomb Park District concerning the operations of some park facilities in the City of Macomb.

DISCUSSION
First the City Council and the Park Board discussed the Intergovernmental Cooperation 
SPRING LAKE
Agreement Concerning spring Lake Recreational Facilities.
PARK

AGREEMENT
In the Preamble, Item G, the word “swimming” was stricken and the whole section of Item I was deleted.
Section One – Incorporation of Preamble - remained the same.

Section Two – Spring Lake as Water Supply - remained the same.

Section Three – Facilities Affected - remained the same.

Section Four – Purpose – remained the same.

Section Five – Term – remained the same.

Section Six – Fees, Rates and Charges – In the first sentence, “with prior approval and concurrence of the City” were deleted. In the third sentence, “and taxpayers and non taxpayers of the City of Macomb” were deleted. The last two sentences were also deleted.
Section Seven – Control – Discussion was held on Park staff having authority to issue tickets for ordinance violations.

Section Eight – Resident Supervisor – remained the same.

Section Nine – Equipment – At the termination of this agreement, the Park District will return 50 picnic tables and four jon boats to the City of Macomb.

Section Ten – Maintenance, Repairs & Additions – remained the same.  However, the Park District informed the Council that the South boat docks have deteriorated and need to be removed and the electrical is the campground needs repaired.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Inman to pursue the repairs needed at Spring Lake Park pertaining to the south boat docks and electrical work in the campground, on question being put, Aldermen Vick, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Zahnle, Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and Alderman Lavin being all Aldermen voting “Nay” on roll call, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Section Eleven – Recreational Activities – The second sentence “If the District proposed to discontinue any current recreational activities, the District will obtain prior approval from the City Council.” was deleted.  In the last sentence, the works “report to” were changed to “update”.

Section Twelve – Operational Finance – remained the same.

Section Thirteen – Annual Report – The second sentence “For the purpose, the District agrees to maintain separate books and records of income and expenses relating to its activities at the lake and to make those books and records available to the City for 
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examination upon request.” was deleted.  In the last sentence, March 1 was changed to March 31.
Section Fourteen – Insurance – remained the same.

Section Fifteen – Indemnity – remained the same.

Section Sixteen – Ordinances – remained the same.

Section Seventeen – Utility Services – remained the same.

Section Eighteen – Further Assistance – remained the same.

Section Nineteen – Notices – remained the same.

Section Twenty – Law Governing – remained the same.

Section Twenty One – Assignment – remained the same.

Section Twenty Two – Modification – remained the same.

Section Twenty Three – Section Headings – remained the same.

Section Twenty Four – Counterparts – remained the same.

The signature line for the Park District was changed to the Board President.

DISCUSSION

Second was discussion on the Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement between the City

of Macomb and the Macomb Park District Concerning Parks and Recreational Facilities.

RECREATIONAL
FACILITIES

The Preamble remained the same.
Section One – Park District Authority and Responsibility – No. 1 the word “primarily” was deleted and at the end the words “except as spelled out in Sections Two and Three of this agreement.” were added.
Section Two – Responsibilities of the City of Macomb – The whole section was deleted and replaced with:
1. The City shall be responsible for utility costs at Glenwood Pool.

2. The City and District shall be jointly responsible for infrastructure improvement and repair at Glenwood Pool as spelled out in Section Three of this agreement.

3. The City agrees to provide police personnel to handle any situation that the District believe is beyond it’s ability to safely handle.

Section Three – heading changed to – Glenwood Pool/Study of a Aquatic Center – previous section was deleted and replaced with:

1. The City and District agree to equally share in the capital repair costs required to open the pool at the beginning of each year, and to keep it open during the swimming season. If capital costs are deemed to be excessive by either party, the pool will be permanently closed.

2. The City and District agree to sponsor a feasibility study for a new aquatic facility with objective of coming up with a referendum proposal to be placed on the ballot for eligible voters of Macomb. Such study will examine such things as cost of a new facility, how it would be financed, operational cost, where it would be located and the cost of demolition of Glenwood Pool.

3. The cost of the feasibility study will be done by a professional consulting firm, the cost of which will be shared equally between the City and District, with the total cot of the study not to exceed $50,000. The city and District agree to budget $25,000 each in their respective budgets for the next fiscal year, and jointly select a qualified consulting firm, with the report to be completed by December 31, 2010.

Section Four – Specialized Expertise – remained the same.

Section Five – Insurance – remained the same.

Section Six – Indemnity – remained the same.

Section Seven – Term – remained the same.

Section Eight – Notices – remained the same.

Section Nine – Law Governing – remained the same.
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Section Ten – Counterparts – remained the same.

The Park District will also adopt an ordinance regarding Chandler Park.

The Attorneys will get together and work on a draft for both agreements and bring them back for review.
COUNCIL

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Dorsett moved,

seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead 



declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
