The Macomb City Council met in a regular session on Monday, December 15, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers in City Hall, 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL

Nine Aldermen being present and none being absent, Mayor Wisslead declared a quorum present for the transaction of business. PUB. SAFETY

Alderman Lavin reported the Public Safety Committee met on December 9, 2008 to discuss three COMMITTEE

items:  Development of City Disaster Plan; Problems with storm sirens; and the Illinois Public Works REPORT

Mutual Aid Network (IPWMAN) membership.  He summarized the makeup and membership of the     

IPWMAN.  He stated in the discussion of the Disaster Plan, Emergency Director Dan Kreps, reported  

the weather radar is inoperable at this time and it will take approximately $43,000 to establish basic      

operations with the total operability cost of $150,000.  WIU will supply a website free of charge to use   

during storm warnings.  Mr. Kreps will be meeting with WIU after the first of the year and would suggest a partnership between the City and WIU.  Alderman Lavin will update the Council

after the meeting.  The partnership is comprised of the County, City, and WIU.  Everyone agreed the    

Emergency Operations Center (EOC) should be in the Macomb Police, however there are several   

needed updates.
