The City Council of the City of Macomb, Illinois met on Thursday, December 18, 2008 in a 



special
session at Macomb City Hall at 5:00 p.m. in a Special Council meeting pursuant to 
the call of Mayor Mick Wisslead with notice served on members in the manner provided by Ordinance, and call and proof of service being attached to these minutes.

MEETING TO

Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order. 
ORDER

ROLL CALL
City Clerk Melanie Falk called the roll and the following Aldermen answered present:  Richard Vick, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Ken Zahnle and Dennis Moon.  Eight Aldermen being present and one being absent, Ed Lavin. Mayor Wisslead declared a quorum present for the transaction of business.  In addition to the Mayor, City Clerk and Aldermen, City Administrator Dean Torreson and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm were also present.  
Legal Counsel Wilhelm read the following resolution:
Resolution authorizing application for an execution of a Public Transportation Capital Assistance Grant under the Illinois Department of Transportation’s general authority to make such Grants.


WHEREAS, the provision and improvement of public transportation facilities is essential to the development of a safe, efficient, functional public transportation system; and


WHEREAS, The Illinois Department of Transportation’s authority to make such Grants, makes funds available to offset certain capital costs of providing and improving public transportation facilities; and


WHEREAS, Grants for said funds will impose certain obligations upon the recipient.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, ILLINOIS:


Section 1. That an application be made to the Department of Transportation, Division of Public and Intermodal Transportation, State of Illinois, for a financial assistance grant under the Illinois Department of Transportation’s general authority to make such Grants, for the purpose of off-setting certain public transportation facility and public transportation vehicle capital costs of the City of Macomb.

Section 2. That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file on behalf of the City of Macomb such application.


Section 3.That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is authorized to furnish such additional information as may be required by the Division of Public and Intermodal Transportation in connection with the aforesaid application for said grant.


Section 4.That Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file on behalf of the City of Macomb all required Grant Agreements, and any amendments to such Grants Agreements, with the Illinois Department of Transportation.

A Resolution to Authorize the Mayor of the city of Macomb to Sell Certain




Real Estate Owned by the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois,





Consisting of Lot 1 of Macomb Business Park
A. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) has acquired by purchase certain real estate located within the corporate limits of the City and commonly known as the Macomb Industrial Park.
B. The City holds the real estate in the Macomb Business Park for commercial and industrial development purposes. The real estate is currently vacant and unimproved.

C. The City has received a proposal from Digital Copy Systems to purchase 1.13 acres, more or less, of the Business Park for commercial purposes.

D. The City proposes to sell the 1.13 acre tract which is legally described as:

Lot One (1) in Macomb Business Park Addition to the City of Macomb, situated in the County of McDonough, State of Illinois.

E. The City has previously obtained an appraisal of the Business Park Property from a qualified real estate appraiser. The appraisal is on file with the City Clerk.
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F. The City Council of the City (the “Council”) hereby finds and determines that it is no longer necessary, appropriate, or in the best interests of the City that it retain title to the Property, and the Property is not required for the use of, or profitable, to the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDNOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

Section1. Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble which appears above is incorporated  into this section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in verbatim.

Section 2. Designation of Agents for Sale. The Mayor of the City of Macomb is designated to negotiate terms of sale and otherwise to handle in all respects the sale of the Property. 

Section3. Details about the Property. The property is now zoned M-2 General Manufacturing District.

Section 4. Terms of Sale. The selling price shall be $7,910.00. The City will provide evidence of title, and requires cash at closing to consummate the sale.

Section 5. Publication of Resolution. The City Clerk shall publish a copy of this resolution immediately after is passage and approval in the Macomb Eagle.

Section 6. Acceptance/Rejection of Offer to Purchase. The Council approves the sale of the property to Digital Copy Systems by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the corporate authorities then holding office.

Section 7. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
