The Macomb City Council met in a regular session on Monday, January 5, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers in City Hall, 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL

PLEDGE

Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Wisslead.

City Clerk Melanie Falk called the roll and the following Aldermen answered present:  Richard Vick,   Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Ken ZahnIe, Don Wynn, Dennis Moon.  Mayor Wisslead declared a quorum present for the transaction of business.  In addition to the Mayor, City Clerk and Aldermen and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm were also present.  City Administrator Dean Torreson was absent with an excused absence.

Legal Counsel Wilhelm presented the following resolution:

A resolution authorizing the execution of the Illinois Public Works Mutual Aid Network (IPWMAN) agreement

WHEREAS, the Constitution of the State of Illinois, 1970, Article VII, Section 10, authorizes units of 

local government to contract or otherwise associate among themselves in any manner not prohibited 

by law or ordinance; and,
WHEREAS, the “Intergovernmental Cooperation Act”, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq., provides that any power 

or powers, privileges or authority exercised or which may be exercised by a unit of local government 

may be exercised and enjoyed jointly with any other unit of local government; and,
WHEREAS, Section 5 of the “Intergovernmental Cooperation Act”, 5 ILCS 220/5, provides that any 

one or more public agencies may contract with any one or more public agencies to perform any 

governmental service, activity  or undertaking which any of the public agencies entering into the

contract is authorized by law to perform, provided that such contract shall be authorized by the 

governing body of each party to the contract; and,

WHEREAS, the principal objective of the IPWMAN is the response to and recovery from any 

emergency or disaster and the return of the community to as near normal as quickly as possible.
WHEREAS, the Mayor and the City Council of the City of Macomb, Illinois have determined that it is 

in the best interests of the City of Macomb and its residents to enter into an intergovernmental 

agreement to secure to each the benefits of mutual aid in public works and for the protection of life 

and property from an emergency or disaster and to provide for public works assistance, training and 
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other necessary functions to further the response and recovery from said emergency or disaster.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Macomb, McDonough 

County, Illinois as follows:

Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble which appears above is incorporated into this 

section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in full verbatim.

Section 2.  Authorization. That the Mayor and the City Clerk be and are hereby authorized and 

directed to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City of Macomb for participation in the Illinois 

Public Works Mutual Aid Network (IPWMAN), a copy of said agreement being attached hereto and 

being made a part hereof.

Section 3. Information. That the Mayor or his designee is hereby authorized to provide such 

information as maybe required to perform the agreement.

A. Currently, the property is owned by James and Beverly Bessler.
B. The property consists of two (2) lots being Lot 35 and Lot 28 of Springview Hills First Addition to the City of Macomb.

C. The Council hereby approves the purchase of Lot 35 and Lot 28 of Springview Hills, Macomb, Illinois for the price of $7,920.00

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble. The preamble which appears above is incorporated into this section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in full verbatim.

Section 2. Designation of Agents for Sale. The Mayor, as agent for the City, is designated to handle the sale of the real estate in all respects.

Section 3. Details about the Real Estate. The legal description is as follows: Tract 1: PIN: 11-101-635-00 – Lot Thirty Five (35) Springview Hills First Addition to the City of Macomb, situated in the County of McDonough, State of Illinois, EXCEPTING THEREFROM the following: Commencing at the Northeast corner of Lot Thirty (30) ; thence South along the East line of Lot Thirty (30); a distance of 21.7 feet to the point of beginning; thence South 82 degrees 47 minutes 05 seconds East, a distance of 107.7 feet to the Easterly line of Lot Thirty-four (34); thence South 28 degrees 14 minutes 33 seconds East, a distance of 96.0 feet; thence North 85 degrees 11 minutes 45 seconds West, a distance of 152.l7 feet to the East line of Lot Thirty (30); thence North along said East line a distance of 75.3 feet to the point of beginning.

Section 4. Terms of Sale. The City will provide its own evidence of title. Real estate taxes will be 



prorated to the date of closing. The City will pay cash at the time of closings.




Section 5. Approval of Purchase. The council approves the purchase of Lot 35 and Lot 28 of 




Springview Hills, authorizes the City Administrator to issue the check for the $7,920.00 purchase 




price and authorizes the Mayor to sign all closing documents required to complete the purchase.




Section 6. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and 




approval.
