Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, January 26, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order.

Others present:  Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Clerk Melanie Falk, City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm.
Mayor Wisslead introduced Sharon Keeling from the League of Women Voters.
First item was discussion on the proposed driveway culvert policy.
City Administrator Torreson had prepared a driveway culvert policy stating that the city is responsible for maintaining the flow of storm water for both buried pipes and surface drainage ditches.  The city will maintain the flow of storm water in the ditches by cleaning out or “ditching” them, as well as cleaning out pipes under driveways. The City will also straighten out bent ends of driveway pipes as needed. The owners will be responsible for paying for all materials associated with the project and all the materials will be approved by the Public Works Department.

It was moved by Alderman Inman, seconded by Alderman Lavin to place the policy on the consent agenda for the February 2nd City Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Second item was discussion on the budget preparation and scheduling of committee meetings.

Last was discussion on the TIF District.

City Administrator Torreson stated that he had been contacted by the State Senate Staff informing us that the Council needs to reduce the size of the district before all the legislation is done.  Kurt Froehlich, our Bond Counsel, is going to email a template of an ordinance so our Legal Counsel can prepare an ordinance.  This ordinance will have first reading on February 2 and staff is asking the Council to waive 2nd reading due to the deadline for new legislation, which is February 20.
It was the consensus of the council to proceed.
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Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn into Executive Session for a)Appointment, employment, compensation discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(1) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:20 p.m.
