A RESOLULTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO SIGN THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL




AGREEMENT WITH MCDONOUGH COUNTY TO PURCHASE A TELEPHONE SYSTEM
A. The City of Macomb (‘the City”) and the County of McDonough (“County”), have reached an agreement for the purchase of a telephone system.

B. The County has determined that it is necessary to borrow funds from the City to complete the project.

C. The City will loan the County Eleven Thousand One Hundred Fifty-Eight and 00/100 Dollars ($11,158.00) interest free until December 15, 2009.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble. The preamble which appears above is incorporated into this section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in full, verbatim.
Section 2. Designation of Agent for Purchase. The Mayor, as agent for the City, is designated to sign, in all respects, the Intergovernmental Agreement with the County to purchase a telephone system.

Section 3. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.

A Resolution to Authorize the Mayor of the City of Macomb to Sell Certain Real Estate Owned by the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois, consisting of Lots 2, 4. 5 and 6 of Macomb Business Park








Preamble

A. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) has acquired by purchase certain real estate located within the corporate limits of the City and commonly known as the Macomb Business Park.
B. The City holds the real estate in the Macomb Business park for commercial and industrial development purposes. The real estate is currently vacant and unimproved.

C. The City has received a proposal from Trotter General Contracting Incorporated to purchase 7.23 acres, more or less, of the Business Park for commercial purposes.

D. The City proposed to sell the 7.23 ace tact which is legally described as:

Lots Two (2), Four (4), Five (5) and Six (6) of Macomb Business Park Subdivision,

As shown by the Plat recorded December 17, 2008 as Document No. 08-4949, situated in the County of McDonough and State of Illinois.

E. The City has previously obtained an appraisal of the Business Park property from a qualified real estate appraiser. The appraisal is on file with the City Clerk.
F. The City Council of the city (the “Council”) hereby finds and determines that it is no longer necessary, appropriate, or in the best interests of the City that it retain title to the Property, and the Property is not required for the use of, or profitable, to the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble. The preamble which appears above is incorporated into this section tot the same extent and effect as if set forth in full verbatim.
Section 2. Designation of Agents for Sale. The mayor of the City of Macomb is designated to negotiate terms of sale and otherwise to handle in all respects the sale of the property.

Section 3. Details about the Property. The property is now zoned M-2 General Manufacturing District.

Section 4. Terms of Sale. The selling price shall be $50,610.00. The City will provide evidence of title and requires cash at closing to consummate the sale.

Section 5. Publication of Resolution. The City Clerk shall publish a copy of this resolution immediately after is passage and approval in the Macomb Eagle.




Section 6 Acceptance/Rejection to Offer of Purchase. The council approves the sale of the property 




to Trotter General Contracting Incorporated by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the corporate authorities then 




holding office.

Section 7. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and 

approval.
