The Committee of the Whole met on Monday May 11, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Edward Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn, and Dennis Moon.
Others Present: Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Administrator Dean Torreson, and Legal Council Liz Wilhelm, and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells.
First item was consideration of resolution of support for a CDAP grant. POWER TO ACT.
Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm read the following resolution:




COUNCIL RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT






CDAP GRANT

WHEREAS, the City of Macomb is applying to the State of Illinois for a Community 
Development Assistant Program grant, and WHEREAS, it is necessary that an

application be made and agreements entered into with the State of Illinois.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1.
that the City of Macomb apply for a grant under the terms and conditions of


the State of Illinois and shall enter into and agree to the understandings and


assurances contained in said application.

2.
that the Mayor and City Clerk on behalf of the City execute such documents 


and all other documents necessary for the carrying out of said application.

3.
that the Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to provide such additional 


information as may be required to accomplish the obtaining of such grant. 

Alderman  Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adopt the resolution, on question being put, Aldermen Lavin, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, and Hansen all being Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.
Second item was discussion on changing the Third Party Administrator for the City of Macomb’s health insurance. 
CA Torreson stated the City of Macomb’s health insurance is partially funded, and to administer this we would need an outside third party. For the last several years we have used Sage Technologies out of Rockford, Illinois. The recommendation was to change third party to Consociate-Dansig out of 
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Decatur, Illinois. We have a 90 day clause giving notice to Sage if we would follow through with the recommended change. 
Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to put this on the agenda for May 18 council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye”, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 
Third item on agenda was discussion on the definition of “Retirement” from the City of Macomb.

CA Torreson stated the recommendation on retirement from the General Government Committee breaks down into three categories: a. Fireman b. Police c. IMRF employee. A common denominator in being retired is the employee has to be eligible to draw a pension upon retirement. 
This item will be placed on next week’s May 18 city council meeting. 
Fourth item of discussion was on the proposed playground equipment for Chandler Park by the Macomb Kiwanis Club. 
CA Torreson stated that the Kiwanis would like to replace the swing set. The City’s responsibility would be to take off eight inches of sod and install wood chips.  
Alderman Moon expressed his concerns in additional costs to the city for supplying woodchips verse using recycled tires. 

In regards to the advertisements, Mayor Wisslead expressed the City’s concerns on pendants. In addition to the above proposal, a cost to relocate the main for the water fountain would also be additional. 
This item will be placed on next week’s May 18th city council meeting. 
Fifth item of discussion was on an ordinance to create a Class R plus SS liquor license for Summit Interests, LLC d/b/a Pizza Hut. 
City Attorney Liz Wilhelm stated Pizza Hut was previously owned by K-Bar and Pizza Company until February 2009. It was then sold to Summit Interests LLC. The manager is currently Patricia Taylor and her background check has been cleared. Pizza Hut has currently complied with the ordinances and there is no problems issuing a liquor license to them. Mayor Wisslead addressed that when a business is sold in Macomb you do need to apply for a new license. 
There will be a second reading next week at the May 18 City Council Meeting. 
Sixth item for discussion was on an ordinance to create a Class A plus EH liquor license for Ransey Vazques on behalf of United Productions, Inc. d/b/a Detox. 
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City Attorney Liz Wilhelm stated the property at 1208 North Lafayette formerly known as the Dog Pound currently is under new ownership, now known as Detox. Mr. Vazquez the current owner, applied for a liquor license in October 2005 and December of 2007. Both times the application was approved but not issued.  Mr. Vazquez purchased the property on March 3, 2008. A third application was submitted in August 2008 but was never completed fully. The case was closed on November 12, 2008. The property was then sold to Michael Oschner on September 18, 2008. A fourth application was submitted in January 2009. By law you must be a residence of Macomb for 90 days or have a resident manager to obtain a liquor license. Mr. Vazquez claims he lives at 1303 Campusview Drive,

but when the background check was done, several different residences came up. Mr. Vazquez has two violations on file in Dekalb, Illinois and he is not eligible to retain a liquor license in the City of Dekalb at this time.
Ransey Vazques, 1303 Campusview Drive, stated that he has had financial issues due to his father passing away. He stated he has put over $200,000 into the property at 1208 North Lafayette Street with 80% of the work being done local. Mr. Vazquez has advertised for employment and to date has currently received over 4,000 applications. Mr. Vazquez noted the previous owners did have violations, but his company was not the ones at fault. He would like to ask the council to support a liquor license for his business at this time. 
Alderman Moon stated he does not understand why you would put money into a property not knowing if you can operate or even maintain a liquor license. 

Alderman Lobdell stated in the past he has supported Mr. Vazquez, but will think long and hard this time before voting yes in issuing a liquor license.
Trisha Taylor, Macomb, Illinois stressed her concerns with the online applications regarding minors. 
Jim Von Kannon, 1406 Maple Avenue, stated he does not think Mr. Vazquez should be granted a license due to the information he researched online in regards to the denial of a license in De Kalb, Illinois.

Alderman Inman expresses his concerns about scanning of ID’s. I have also received complaints regarding the name of the bar “Detox”. Some citizens believe is in bad taste and he is not in favor of issuing a liquor license. 

This item will be place for final approval at next week’s May 18th City Council Meeting.
Seventh item for discussion was on an ordinance to designate and establish a Downtown Historic District. 
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Mayor Wisslead stated first reading was last week and second reading will be at next week’s May 18th City Council meeting.
Eighth item for discussion was to consider a resolution of support for a Comprehensive State Capital Infrastructure Program. 
Mayor Wisslead stated the Illinois Municipal League asked that all municipalities consider approving this resolution and would like a full resolution read next week at the May 18th City Council meeting.
Ninth item on the agenda was discussion to create a proposed Local Complete Census Count Committee for the 2010 Census. 

CDC Basch stated in late 2008 we did a census count and we partnered with the Bureau to get the word out ahead of time. There were some additional costs for advertising and Alderman Dorsett reached out to the Housing Sector which was very helpful in getting accurate counts. Accuracy and timing are very important especially when dealing with a college community and we would like to suggest a Committee made up of ten members.
This item will be discussed at the next General Government Committee meeting. 
Tenth item for discussion was to approve the Notice of Intent to Award the bids for the Water Treatment Plant/THM Ammoniation project to Leander Construction, Inc., conditional upon IEPA approve, as recommended by Engineer. 
John Calise, Benton and Associates, stated we received three bids on May 5, 2009. In keeping with IEPA approval the bids were 11% to 20% lower than our estimates. The low bidder was Leander Construction, Inc. out of Canton, Illinois for the amount of $794,000.08. We have completed an evaluation based on first hand experience with the contractor, they appear to be properly qualified to carry out the obligations of their respective contract and complete the required work. We recommend that the City of Macomb award the project to Leander Construction, Inc. 
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Lavin to place this item on the consent agenda for the May 18th City Council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye”, Mayor Wisslead declared motion carried.
Eleventh item for discussion was on the Depot Boiler System bids. 
CA Torreson stated we received four bids with the low bid being from Hollister Plumbing and Heating in the amount of $15,990.00. 
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Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to put this item on the regular agenda next week at the May 18th City Council meeting. All Aldermen voting “Aye”. Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 
Twelfth item for discussion was on the recommendations for Glenwood swimming pool. 
CA Torreson stated three recommendations were made from the General Government meeting held on April 30, 2009: 1. to move forward with the repairs 2. this would be the final season for Glenwood Pool 3. to move forward on the study for a new aquatic center. 
Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated the pump does need fixing before the pool can be filled, and the Park District plans to start filling the pool Wednesday. The repairs should be started by Friday and do anticipate a weeks worth of work.  
Alderman Lobdell stated we should make sure if we do go ahead with a decision on a new aquatic center that it appears on the November 2009 ballot knowing we will be without a pool for at least two years. 

Thirteenth item for discussion was a monthly update from Public Works.
Public Works Director Walter Burnett reviewed the monthly report for Public Works. 

In other business Mayor Wisslead said free spring yard waste will be in effect until Thursday May 14, 2009.  After this date you will be required to purchase a sticker. 
Mayor Wisslead stated you can check the website for all guidelines regarding the upcoming City Wide clean up. Residents are allowed to put items out for pick up no earlier than 48 hours of your scheduled pick up day. Computer monitors and TV’s can be dropped off at 510 North Pearl at no cost There is a small charge for paint, computers and electronics if you need to discard of these types of items. 
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a)Appointment, employment, compensation discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal council for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(1) of the Open Meetings Act and b)Collective bargaining matters between the public body and it’s employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(2) of the Open Meetings Act, c.)  the purchase or lease of real property for the use of public body, pursuant to Sec.2(c)(5)of the Open Meetings Act, d.) Pending or probable litigation, pursuant to Sec.2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen and Lavin being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 6:28 p.m.
