The Committee of the Whole met on Monday June 22, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Edward Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon.

Others Present: Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Administrator Dean Torreson, and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm, and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells.
First item for discussion was an ordinance to vacate the north-south alley between 224 West McDonough Streets in the City of Macomb. 
Alderman Dorsett stated there has been no negative feedback on this issue.

Second item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Sections 13-111(e), 13-93, 13-116 and 13-114(6) of the Equal Opportunity Fair Housing Commission ordinance. 

Alderman Wynn stated that when they talked about this issue last week everything looked ok.

Third item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend the Comprehensive Plan Section IV City-Wide Plan Elements: Transportation Plan. 
Mayor Wisslead stated that Community Development Coordinator Basch sent out notices on where the parking would be. There was no other discussion on this issue. The above item will be placed on the agenda at the next Committee of the Whole meeting, June 29, 2009.

Fourth item for discussion was on an ordinance authorizing the sale of certain personal property (vehicle and equipment) owned by the City of Macomb. 
Mayor Wisslead stated that City Clerk Falk has the ordinance in her office. Mayor Wisslead stated what was put on the ordinance is what we anticipate of selling or disposing of. There are things on there that we may or may not dispose of, but we have to have on the ordinance in order for that to happen.

Alderman Lobdell asked if there were a couple of Crown Vic cars on the ordinance. Mayor Wisslead and City Attorney Wilhelm said yes. 

Alderman Lobdell stated there was some discussion last week of the impact the ten hour shifts had on vehicle inventory and availability for the number of officers on the street.  Alderman Lobdell stated his concerns on looking into this matter especially for the upcoming winter months. 
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Mayor Wisslead stated that these issues have been commissioned  and the police department does have a system in place on how they are going to replace those vehicles and what they are going to do with the rest of the employees ten hour shifts. Mayor Wisslead stated that on the ordinance there will be two different areas for police cars since there is another outfit that bids. Mayor Wisslead stated we might be able to take this as a bid, then holdout to get a higher bid to make our final decision.  

Fifth item for discussion was on Public Works monthly update by Public Works Director Walter Burnett.

Public Works Director Burnett stated that summer construction season is well on its way. We are currently doing a final walk through on the Washington/Jefferson Street project. There is a punch list out and we are currently working through this with contractors. The Franklin Street culvert is in and backfilled. We are working on a punch list for the North-East Water Main. The contractor was out today working and we anticipate this issue to be resolved by the end of the week.
Other business:

Mayor Wisslead congratulated Miss Macomb on being named Miss Illinois.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a)Appointment, employment, compensation discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal council for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(1) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Lavin, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Hansen being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:06 p.m.
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 5:16 p.m.
There being no further business, Alderman Hansen moved, seconded by Alderman Inman to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:16 p.m.
