WHEREAS, the McDonough County Soil and Water Conservation District is preparing to submit 




an IFPA Grant to improve farming practices in the Spring Lake Water Shed; 




and




WHEREAS, the improvement of farming practices could reduce sediment loadings and the 




deposit of harmful chemicals into Spring Lake by an estimated 80 percent;




and




WHEREAS, Spring Lake is the drinking water supply for the cities of Macomb,




Colchester and Bardolph, as well as some unincorporated parts of McDonough County;




and 




WHEREAS, the Spring Lake Water Shed Improvement Project is estimated to cost




$200,000, with the requested grant amount at approximately $120,000, $40,000 match by the 



affected property owners and a $40,000 match on the part of the City of Macomb, 



with additional match provided by Western Illinois University and the McDonough 




County Soil and Water Conservation District;




and




THEREBEFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and City Council of the City

of Macomb, Illinois hereby pledge its full support for the IPFA Grant application for 
$120,000; 

and

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and the City Council pledge matching 

funding in the amounts of $20,000 for the City’s 2011 Fiscal Year, and another $20,000
for the 2012 Fiscal Year, making a total commitment of $40,000.
