Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday July 27, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Pro Tem Tim Lobdell called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Edward Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Dennis Moon and Tim Lobdell. Alderman Mike Inman being absent.
Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm, and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells.
First item for discussion was consideration on an agreement for A&E services for the McDonough County Public Transportation Program vehicle maintenance facility. POWER TO ACT 
Director of Public Transportation Gary Ziegler stated that McDonough County Public Transportation has completed their review of the proposed vehicle maintenance center.  The Public Transportation Committee is asking the Council to grant permission to enter into contract with Camp Dresser and McKee for an amount not to exceed $497,508.00. 

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to approve, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Lobdell being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Pro Tem declared the motion carried.

Second item for discussion was on the specifications for a new fire rescue truck for the Macomb Fire Department.
City Administrator Dean Torreson stated the 2009-10 FY Budget includes a figure amount of $200,000 for purchasing a new, more fuel-efficient fire rescue truck. The plan is to sell the old rescue truck estimated to bring around $125,000.00. The Fire Department is asking the City Council to authorize the seeking of bids.
Alderman Lavin moved, seconded by Alderman Hansen to place the above item on the consent agenda for the August 3rd Council meeting, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Lavin and Lobdell all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and  no “Nay” votes, Mayor Pro Tem Lobdell declared the motion carried.
Third item for discussion was on an ordinance to Amend Chapter 9 of the Municipal Code to clarify and update the City Reservoir Ordinance.
No further discussion was necessary.

Fourth item on the agenda was discussion on the upgrade of computer hardware and software for the Business Office.
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Mayor Pro Tem Lobdell stated his concerns with the cost of the hardware support. He stated as a part of the $7,000 pledge, is there a written agreement for support and what would be the hourly rate?
City Administrator Dean Torreson stated if you go back to the quote from ACS their maintenance agreement for years two and three combined is $4,329.00, which is substantially less than IBM’s pledge of $7,000.00. City Administrator Dean Torreson stated if IBM had a problem arise not knowing the software or hardware issue, they could invest a lot of time figuring out the problem. Therefore IBM is steering the City towards the software company ACS. CA Torreson stressed the October 31st deadline we are up against for the City’s upgrade to meet ACS’s demands.
Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to recommend approval of $27,954.00 and place the above item on the agenda for August 3rd Council meeting. As a follow-up, Alderman Lobdell stated the other aspect of this issue was payroll. The City Council did agree this does need to be kept separate from ACS’s software upgrade and the Business office should  follow up by investigating costs of payroll being done in-house verses subbing out. 

City Administrator Dean Torreson stated the Business office did report on a payroll system being installed estimating a cost of $14,600.  The City is not obligated to use ACS’s software and would be able to look into other payroll programs in the future. 
All Alderman voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Pro tem Lobdell declared the motion carried. 

Fifth item for discussion was on the Executive Session minutes that need to remain closed.
Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to place the above item on the consent agenda for August 3rd Council meeting, on question being put, Aldermen Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter and Lobdell all voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Pro Temp Lobdell declared the motion carried.

Sixth item for discussion was Public Works monthly update by Public Works Director Walter Burnett.
Public Works Director Walter Burnett updated the Council of one change that was made since his last report. The preconstruction conference bid is set for early August. The time-frame to begin phase I of the project is set for the beginning of August or the first of September.  
Alderman Moon stated that when we bid the Ward Street improvements did we incorporate in the bid that the contractor must maintain traffic flow through the construction zone? Alderman Moon asked would it be possible to block traffic off to the area completely to speed up the construction process, and then temporarily reopen during their shut down phase. Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated he would add this into the pre-construction list of items to discuss with the contractors. 
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Mayor Pro Tem Lobdell stated that when the City did the Adams Street underground work on the water main, they had put temporary sidewalks in. Will the sidewalks be replaced permanently?

Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated the Adams Street underground water main work has been completed.  We are planning on replacing the sidewalks permanently when we schedule the street improvements in that section. At the moment the Business Overlay District has this project on hold. 
There being no further business , Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Alderman/Mayor Pro Tem Lobdell declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:23 p.m.
