Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday August 24, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Edward Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, and Donald Wynn. Dennis Moon being absent.
Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm, and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells.
First item for discussion was for a Proclamation for Workforce Development Week.

Mayor Wisslead declared the week of August 31, 2009 as Workforce Development Week.

Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter, to approve the Proclamation for Workforce Development Week, all Aldermen voting “Aye”, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Second item for discussion was an ordinance to create Class R plus SS plus EH liquor license for DJ’s Steakhouse, LLC dba DJ’s Steakhouse. 
There was no discussion on this item.
Third item for discussion was an ordinance to authorize the issuance of a special use permit to allow the expansion of a place of worship and related facilities in an R-1 One-Family Residential Zoning District located at 1300 Maple Avenue, Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois.
Community Development Coordinator Ed Basch reported on the current facility. CDC Basch stated concerns brought up at the Planning Commission were what conditions the church should attach to the permit to provide some screening/buffering of residential property to the north. CDC Basch stated the Planning Commission’s recommendation is to have the church construct a privacy fence at 6’ and not see through. The code does not specify materials, but it typically is wood. There would also be two stretches of fence installed along Mr. Hainline’s property to the north. CDC Basch stated residents of Harmony Lane who attended the Planning Commissions meeting questioned whether or not there would be vegetation on the south side of their properties. CDC Basch stated landscaping is standard procedure and is recommended by the Planning Commission. CDC Basch stated the only other concerns were on future plans of constructing a garage/storage shed towards the north end of the property which would be close to the privacy fence. 
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Richard Hainline, 1260 Maple Avenue, stated his property borders the north side of the church. Mr. Hainline stated with the privacy fence going up & the water conditions taken care of I have no objections. 

No further discussion.

Fourth item on the agenda was discussion on the sidewalk waiver request for 531 West Elting Street.
Legal Council Wilhelm stated she received a second letter from Mr. Klyczek requesting a new proposal regarding the waiver of a sidewalk for the proposed development at 531 Elting. Mr. Klyczek is willing to commit to in writing a $2,000.00 pledge for a sidewalk on the NORTH side of Elting if built at some point in the future. 
Alderman Dorsett stated how Mr. Klyczek arrived at a figure of $2,000.00 when the City’s standard sidewalk program is split 50/50. 
Mr. Klyczek, St. Charles, Illinois stated the estimated cost I came up with was 1/3 of the price to install at $2,000.00. Mr. Klyczek stated if the City would grant the sidewalk he would have no problem splitting the cost with the city.
Alderman Inman stated construction currently at the Maple Avenue Church is significantly larger than your project and they have no objection to following the City’s ordinances. I am not in favor of the sidewalk being moved to the other side.
Alderman Hinderliter stated this is only one lot you are talking about at 531 Elting when Aspen Court does not have sidewalks on either side of their duplexes. I am not in favor.
Fifth item for discussion was on Public Works monthly report.

Alderman Inman asked the timeline for milling on Franklin Street. Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated this Wednesday or Thursday depending on weather and if the milling machine arrives.

Public Works Director Burnett reported on the schedule for South Ward Street. We are planning on starting construction this Wednesday the 26th. There is an informational meeting open to the public this Tuesday night at 6:00 p.m. located at the Church of Christ on Ward and McDonough Streets. 

Alderman Lobdell asked about tree trimming on the Ward Street Project. Alderman Lobdell reported on residents concerns in this area noticing their trees being butchered. Alderman Lobdell asked if the City had any control over this. Public Works Director Burnett stated Ameren did not give us notice when they would be trimming the trees and the City has little say over this issue. 
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Other business Mayor Wisslead stated starting Tuesday the area at 500 West Carroll and Ward Streets will be closed temporarily due to railroad track repairs. In addition East Jackson & West Jackson will be closed for repairs at least two construction seasons.


Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) Appointment, employment, compensation discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal council for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act , b) Pending probable litigation, pursuant to Sec. 2(c) (11) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Hansen and Lavin being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:25 p.m.
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Gilbert to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 6:05 p.m.
There being no further business, Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
