Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday October 12, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 
Members present: Ryan Hansen, Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Dennis Moon and Tim Lobdell. 
Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm, Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 
First item for discussion was a presentation by Camp Dresser and McKee on the schematic design proposal for the McDonough County Public Transportation vehicle maintenance center project.
Gary Ziegler, Macomb City and McDonough County Transportation Director, stated Camp Dresser and McKee has finished the schematic design for the vehicle maintenance project. They will be meeting with IDOT in Chicago on October 13 for a presentation and discussion on future funding for Phase II and III of the project. 
Eddie McCall, representing Camp Dresser and McKee, introduced Architect and Engineers, Ron Hilton - Sub-Consultant, Eric Davis- Lead Architect and Rachel Harris-Project Manager.

Ron Hilton, Sub-Consultant representing Camp Dresser and McKee, reported on space planning for the facility. Mr. Hilton stated we have designed a facility that is very functional with minimal space so the City will have the ability to expand and accommodate additional fleet if ever needed.  
Eric Davis, Lead Architect for Camp Dresser and McKee, reported on all three phases of construction for the project. Phase I is layout and maintenance onsite. The southwest corner of the maintenance building which consists of seven bays in which six would be operated under this program. This area has the tallest clearance of the structure. The core of Phase I is getting the maintenance facility up and running. Phase II is balancing the building inside & operations. Re-roofing the rest of the structure including bus storage, transportation, administrative and dispatch areas. The buses would be stored temporarily but not enclosed. Area two on the east side with the exception of the existing silos would be demolished.  Phase III  is operating the site for bus storage. Constructing the west entrance for future use of school bus parking and balancing the parking lot. Demolishing and constructing on the east side, creating a surface to facilitate parking for administrative personnel, dispatch and handicap. Walls would be installed at this time in the bus storage area to complete the project.  
Rachel Harris, Project Manager for Camp Dresser and McKee, broke down the preliminary cost estimate based on the schematic design. Phase I - $3.81 million dollars including the maintenance area. Phase II - $4.9 million dollars constructing the entire building. Phase III - $4.07 million for site work. A total over all estimated cost between 11 and 12 million dollars.
No further discussion on the above item.
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Second item on the agenda was discussion on a request from Trinity Lutheran Church to remove a “Loading Zone 7 a.m. to Noon on Sundays” and a “Two Hour Parking” on the east side of South Campbell Street as they no longer needed. 
Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to grant the request and place the above item on the consent agenda for October 19th Council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye” Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 
Third item for discussion was on a request for partial acceptance of Public Improvements and Bond Reduction for the Village at Wheeler Subdivision. 
Community Development Coordinator Ed Basch stated the Sterling Development Group is asking to reduce their performance bond in lieu of the completion of Public Improvements at the Village of Wheeler Subdivision site. Following the request Public Works Director Walter Burnett met with McClure Engineering and scheduled an inspection at the site. A punch list of items was prepared and the results were sent back to Sterling Construction Company. Eric Moe from McClure Engineering prepared a cost estimate of the improvements not yet completed. If the Council accepts the improvements made to date, the amount of the bond would be the amount the City needs to retain in order to guarantee performance of the public infrastructure. 
Alderman Inman asked if the contractor or developer were present on the date of the inspection. Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated Larry Swank and his Associate were present.
Alderman Moon expressed concerns with items not completed or missing from the punch list. There is no sealant listed in the manholes along with the driveways, should be dug up and replaced properly the first time instead of having to be fixed. Alderman Moon also asked what the cost would be to put a tracer wire on water mains and who would be responsible to bore under them. Another concern is the approach to driveways. 

Larry Swank, Construction Project Manager with Sterling Development Group, addressed Alderman Moon’s concerns regarding manholes and tracer wire. They started a few days ago repairing manholes from the inside. Our excavating contractor has the equipment to bore under water mains and feel these items can be taken care of properly.  We are committed to this project and will address the items on the punch list accordingly. Sterling Construction Company has received payment and currently has a performance bond on file at the bank.
Mayor Wisslead stated his concerns of infiltration. 

CDC Basch stated he could talk with McClure Engineering with consent from PWD Burnett on alternate repair methods for the manholes and if there is not have time to get core samples by next Council meeting, we could figure out approaches and sidewalks for the dollar amount and add the core items to the amount we retain.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell not to exceed $500,000.00 of the bond reduction, all Aldermen voting “Aye” Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 
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Fourth item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule chapter 24 by creating a new section entitled 24-8 Standard Late Fee.
There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

Fifth item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 2-416 and 2-419(E) of the Hotel Occupation Tax.

There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

Sixth item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 24-6 and 24-7 of the City Fee Schedule Building permit Fees and Development Fees. 
There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

Seventh item for discussion was on an ordinance renewing an existing franchise and granting for a period of 10 years to Ameren CIPS, a corporation, its successors and assigns, the franchise, right, permission and authority to construct, reconstruct, excavate for, place, remove, extend, maintain, and operate an electric utility system in the City of Macomb, County of McDonough and State of Illinois.
There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

Eighth item for discussion was on an ordinance renewing an existing franchise and granting for a period of 10 years to Ameren CIPS, a corporation, its successors and assigns, the franchise, right, permission and authority to construct, reconstruct, excavate for, place, remove, extend, maintain, and operate a gas utility system in the City of Macomb, County of McDonough and State of Illinois.

There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

Ninth item on the agenda was discussion on an ordinance to amend the Comprehensive Plan to include an addendum entitled the “Adams Street Corridor Revitalization Plan.”

There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

Tenth item for discussion was on an ordinance authorizing the sale of certain personal property (vehicles and equipment) owned by the City of Macomb.

There was no further discussion on this ordinance.

There being no further business, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:38 p.m.
