WHEREAS, the City Council (the “Corporate Authorities”) of the City of Macomb, Illinois (the “Municipality) intends to undertake required proceedings concerning an extended redevelopment project area (the “Downtown Area Redevelopment Project Area,” which is generally described as follows (See attached “Downtown TIF District Diagram” and legal description.): In general, the Redevelopment Project Area encompasses approximately 9 block of downtown Macomb, generally bounded by Calhoun Street on the north (except for an area of approximately two and a half blocks between Lafayette Street and Campbell Street); Campbell Street on the east; Washington Street on the south; and McArthur Street on the west. The Burlington Northern Santa Fe railroad runs through the northern portion of the site on a diagonal line. The Redevelopment Project Area is within McDonough County, in the Municipality under the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act (65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-1 et seq.), and the related redevelopment plan, and redevelopment project and the adoption of tax increment financing.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, ILLINOIS, as follows:

1. The Corporate Authorities hereby set December 7, 2009 as the date for the public 
hearing under the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act for the Downtown Redevelopment Project Area, Redevelopment Plan and Redevelopment project, at 7:30 p.m. at the City Hall, City Council meeting room, 232 E. Jackson, in Macomb, Illinois, with the joint review board to meet on November 3, 2009, at 4:30 p.m. at the City Hall, City Council meeting room, 232 E. Jackson, in Macomb, Illinois.

2. The appropriate officers, employees, consultants and representatives of the Municipality 
are hereby authorized to take such further and supplemental actions, including required notices 
preliminary to and in connection with the public hearing and the required joint review board meeting 
for the extended Downtown Area Redevelopment Project Area, Redevelopment Plan and 
Redevelopment Project.

3. This resolution shall be effective immediately after its passage and approval.

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “Corporate Authorities” of the City of Macomb, Illinois (the “Municipality”) intends to undertake required proceedings concerning a proposed redevelopment project area (the “West Side Redevelopment Project Area, “ which is generally described as follows (See attached “West Side TIF District Diagram” and legal description.):

The Redevelopment Project Area encompasses an area beginning at the intersection of Sherman Avenue and West Adams Street going approximately eight blocks to the east, including four blocks north of West Adams Street bounded by Wheeler Street to the north; then several blocks on all sides surrounding the Downtown Area and the Square, including Chandler Park, to the far eastern boundary on South Dudley Street; then west approximately 12 blocks to include blocks bounded by Carroll Street on the north, Jefferson Street on the south, running west to the far western boundary on South Western Avenue, in the Municipality under the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act (65 ILCS 5-11-74.4-1 et seq.)), and the related redevelopment plan, and redevelopment project and the adoption of tax increment financing.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, ILLINOIS, as follows:

1. The Corporate Authorities hereby set December 7, 2009 as the date for the public
