The Macomb City Council met in a regular session on Monday, December 21, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers in City Hall, 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL

PLEDGE
Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Mick Wisslead.

City Clerk Melanie Falk called the roll and the following Aldermen answered present:  Ryan Hansen,  Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn, Dennis Moon.  Nine Aldermen being present and none being absent. Mayor Wisslead declared a quorum present for the transaction of business.  In addition to the Mayor, City Clerk and Aldermen, City Administrator Dean Torreson and Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm were also present.

City Administrator Dean Torreson reported the City is asking for a 6.8% tax rate increase  


this fiscal year generated from property taxes totaling $1,654,039.00. In addition the 


City is required to contribute to both pension funds combined totaling $260,000.    


Alderman Inman asked how PTELL (Property Tax Extension Limitation Law) will affect this increase. CA Torreson responded there would be a .1% or one tenth of one percent increase.


Alderman Moon stated that the state mandates the City to fund pensions at a higher level.


Mayor Wisslead closed the public meeting at 7:09 p.m.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING GUIDELINES FOR THE USE OF TAX INCREMENT 




FINANCING FOR REMOVING BLIGHT OR CONDITIONS THAT MAY LEAD TO 




BLIGHT, AND THERBY ADVANCING ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND URBAN 

RENEWAL OBJECTIVES OF THE CITY.


WHEREAS, the City of Macomb wants to encourage and promote economic development and urban renewal within the community, and 

WHEREAS, the use of tax increment financing in private redevelopment projects is a tool that should be used sparingly, and only for projects of substantial economic impact to the community, and


WHEREAS, the use of tax increment financing is a tool that should be used only when necessary to accomplish a project that would not happen if not for its use, and


WHEREAS, the Macomb City Council must make decisions to use tax increment financing for private economic development purposes carefully weighing the amount of positive public good accomplished by the project,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1.
Financial aid on the City may take the form of public infrastructure improvements, upfront 



cash Contribution for eligible project expenses or property tax rebate for a period of years


2.
The proposed project should be located in an already existing urban renewal district


3.
Tax Increment Financing may be in conjunction with industrial, commercial or residential 

Development, and also may be used for retail development if part of an urban renewal project. Projects shall be appropriately zoned and in conformance with the applicable land 

Use plans, Comprehensive Plan, Adams Street Redevelopment Plan, and the TIF Plan itself. 




4.
The City’s investment in any urban renewal or economic development project would be 





limited to the amount necessary to supply and documented gap financing, and by the amount 





of time left in the lifespan of the TIF district.




5.
The total amount of private investment projected for the project should be in proportion to the 





amount of TIF assistance requested of the City.




6.
The City would use Tax Increment Financing only in circumstances where private investment 





in the project, excluding property acquisition costs, meets the following threshold amounts:





$100,000 – Downtown TIF District (Excluding any Downtown facade program the 






City might adopt in the future).






$250,000 – Adams Street Overlay Area within Westside TIF District





$500,000 – Elsewhere in Westside TIF District and future TIF districts.




7.
Tax Increment Financing commitments on the part of the City may be anchored by base 





property tax revenue agreements, property liens or other forms of security.




8.
The project meets all other ordinances and regulations of the City.




9.
Following are some of the factors that the City Council will take consideration when deciding 





whether the City will use tax increment financing:






A. The extent to which the project utilizes long-term vacant or underutilized existing 






     land, buildings, or redevelops slum and blighted areas.





B. The extent to which the project utilizes buildings with historical or architectural 






     significance. 





C. The number, nature and quality of jobs to be created and retained. 






D. The addition to the property tax base which will result.






E. The extent to which the project will aid tourism.






F. The extent to which the project will support, supplement or benefit other existing 






    businesses and industries in the community. Are there potential “spin off” benefits?






G. The extent to which the project fits with the Council’s Comprehensive Plan.






H. History of the enterprise (has it been a good citizen; does it support the 






    community; does it treat its employees well?)






I. Use of demands on infrastructure such as water, sewer, street extensions, and 






   storm sewer improvements; as well as demands on city services such as police 






   and fire protection.






J. City’s previous assistance to this business, if any; what public benefits resulted?






K. Does the business have an appropriate, realistic business plan? Is there 






    appropriate owner capital contribution and commercial financing?

Meeting all of the above listed criteria does not obligate the City to the use of Tax





Increment Financing.




11.
The City Council deems it to be in the City’s best interests to participate in any such project. 





All applicants will be decided on a case by case basis by the Council.
