Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, February 22, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon. Alderman Mike Inman being absent.
Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item for discussion was on audit services proposals received for the City of Macomb’s audit.  
City Administrator Dean Torreson stated the General Government Committee met regarding six proposals received and recommends the City retain services from Wermer, Rogers, Doran & Ruzon, and LLC (WRDR) to audit the City’s finances for the next three years costing first year - $43,500; second year - $45,000 and third year $46,500.

Alderman Dorsett stated WRDR will save the City $30,000 over the next three years. 
Alderman Lobdell moved to concur, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to accept Wermer, Rogers, Doran, & Ruzon’s proposal to audit the City’s finances for the next three years, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 
Second item for discussion was on authorizing a special use permit allowing front/side yard parking at 606 and 612 North McArthur Street.

Alderman Inman arrived at 5:05 p.m.

Community Development Coordinator Ed Basch stated the Planning Commission and Zoning Board of Appeals reviewed the special use permit requested by Mr. Westen and recommends approval allowing a reduction, (down to 19”), in the side yard setback of the parking pad pavement at 606 N McArthur.  In addition CDC Basch suggested requiring both pads extend in a full 25’ from the property line with a 90 day time limit from permit approval for this to occur.

It was a consensus of the Council to place the above item on the agenda for Monday, March 1 Council meeting. 

Third item for discussion was on implementing a fire response billing system for the Macomb Fire Department.

Alderman Lavin moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to delay discussion and place the above item on the agenda for March 8 Committee of the Whole meeting to allow Fire Chief Andy Taylor be present, all Alderman voting “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.
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Fourth item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to increase water rates by amending Section 24-3.

City Administrator Dean Torreson stated a 20% raise in water rates effective May 1 was previously discussed. 

It was a consensus of  the Council to place the above item on the agenda for Monday, March 1 Council meeting. 
Fifth item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to increase sewer rates by amending Section 24-2 of the Municipal Code.

City Administrator Dean Torreson stated a 2% raise in sewer rates effective May 1 was previously discussed.

 It was a consensus of  the Council to place the above item on the agenda for Monday, March 1 Council meeting. 

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) Appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put Aldermen Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:13 p.m.
Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 5:22 p.m.
There being no further business, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:22 p.m.
