The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, March 29, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item was consideration on a resolution accepting the Section 5311 Special warranty. POWER TO ACT.
Public Transportation Director Gary Ziegler reported on the Transportation budget FY11. The   budget should remain the same as the year before with the exception of the downstate operating expenses which are based on the Governors budget. The state is requiring all applications be completed and sent in by the end of this week.  
Legal Council Wilhelm read the following resolution:


RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION FOR PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION FINANCIAL ASSITANCE UNDER SECTION 5311 OF THE FEDERAL TRANSIT ACT OF 1991, AS AMENDED (49 U.S.C. 5311).

WHEREAS, the provision of public transit service is essential to the transportation of persons in the non-urbanized area; and

WHEREAS, Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1991, as amended (49 U.S.C. 5311), makes funds available to help offset certain operating deficits and administrative expenses of a system providing public transit service in non-urbanized areas; and

WHEREAS, grants for said funds will impose certain obligations upon the recipient, including the provision by it of the local share of funds necessary to cover costs not covered by funds provided under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1991, as amended (49 U.S.C. 5311).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB:
Section 1. That an application be made to the Division of Public Transportation, Department of Transportation, State of Illinois, for financial assistance to cover costs not covered by funds provided under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1991, as amended (49 U.S.C. 5311), for the purpose of off-setting a portion of the Public Transportation Program operating deficits of City of Macomb.

Section 2. That while participating in said operating assistance program the City of Macomb provides all required local matching funds.

Section 3. That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file on behalf of the City of Macomb such application.
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Section 4. That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is authorized to furnish such additional information as may be required by the Division of Public Transportation and the Federal Transit Administration in connection with the foresaid application for said grant. 

Section 5. That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file on behalf of the City of Macomb all required Grant Agreements with the Illinois Department of Transportation, in order to obtain grant assistance under the 
provisions of the Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1991, as amended (49 U.S.C. 5311).

Section 6. That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is here by authorized to provide such information and to file such documents as may be required to perform the Grant Agreement and to receive the grant.
Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Gilbert to adopt the resolution, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and the resolution was adopted and became Resolution No.2010-03.

Second item was a resolution accepting Section 5311 Special Warranty. POWER TO ACT.

Legal Council Wilhelm read the following resolution:


ACCEPTANCE OF THE SPECIAL WARRANTY.

WHEREAS, Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1964, as amended makes funds available to help offset certain operating deficits of a system providing public transit service in non-urbanized areas; and

WHEREAS, 49 U.S.C. 5333(b) requires that fair and equitable arrangements must be made to protect the interests of employees affected by such assistance as a condition of receipt of funds under Section 5311; and 
WHEREAS, a simplified process for assuring employee protections that accommodates the needs of participants in the Section 5311 program has been agreed upon by the U.S. Department of Labor and the U.S. Department of Transportation by allowing execution of a Special Section 5333(b) Warranty for Section 5311 projects (Special Warranty), which the Secretary of Labor certified on May 31, 1979;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

MACOMB, ILLINOIS:

Section 1.That an application be made to the Division of Public Transportation, 

Department of Transportation, State of Illinois, for financial assistance grant 

under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1964, as amended.

Section 2. As a condition of the receipt of Section 5311 funds, the City of 

Macomb hereby agrees in writing to the terms and conditions of the Special 

Warranty (attached) regarding fair and equitable arrangements to protect the 

interests of employees affected by such assistance.
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Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adopt the resolution, on question being put, Aldermen Lavin, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Hansen being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and the resolution was adopted and became Resolution No.2010-04.

Third item was consideration of an ordinance to provide for public transportation in Macomb and McDonough County. POWER TO ACT.

Legal Council Wilhelm presented the following ordinance for first reading:

An ordinance to provide for public transportation in Macomb and McDonough County, 


Illinois.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to waive second reading, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Inman to approve the ordinance, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon Hansen and Lavin being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and the ordinance was approved and became Ordinance No.10-09.

Fourth item for discussion was on the annual zoning maps revisions for the City of Macomb.
Community Development Coordinator Ed Basch reported the State of Illinois requires each municipality to annually update its zoning maps to reflect any changes which occurred the prior year. The GIS Center at Western Illinois University has entered the current revisions into a GIS system and Community Development Coordinator Basch will publish the results in the paper.
Alderman Gilbert moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to place on the agenda for Monday, April 5 Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Fifth item for discussion was on an intergovernmental agreement between the City of Macomb and the County of McDonough Sheriff’s Department to share costs for police testing.
Legal Council Wilhelm read the Intergovernmental Agreement.
Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to place on the consent agenda for Monday, April 5 Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 
Sixth item for discussion was on the proposed FY 2010-2011 budget for the City of Macomb.
City Administrator Dean Torreson stated to ensure the budget stay balanced the following changes will need to occur; 1) Reducing the number of Police Officers from thirty on duty to twenty seven 2) Not filling three open vacancies in the Public Works Department 3) No wage increase across the board for all City employees.  
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Several items were discussed from transferring money from solid waste funds for street repairs, omitting spring waste clean up, cutting $15,000 for local economic development agencies, setting money aside until the Governor decides what the State is going to do, and purchases made in IT Department.  
Alderman Lobdell would like to recommend setting up a loan through the Water Department Fund before moving forward on the water main project since it is currently being paid through sales tax revenue. City Administrator Torreson agreed a loan would be a way to repay back sales tax fund if Council agrees to make this change. 

Alderman Moon asked about receipts shown in the Water Revenue Budget. Business Office Supervisor Vicky Williams replied the water revenue contains Georgetown’s outside City service fees. 
It was consensus of the Council to place on the agenda for Monday, April 12 Committee of the Whole meeting for further discussion, same day as the public hearing. 
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of  a) Appointment, employment, compensation discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2©(1) of the Open Meetings Act, b) collective bargaining matters between the public body and it’s employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2©(2) of the Open Meetings Act c) the purchase or 
lease of real property for the use of public body, pursuant to Sec. 2© (5) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:40 p.m. 
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 6:02 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Hansen moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:02 p.m.
