Minutes of the Committee of the Whole

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, May 24, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon. Alderman Ed Lavin being absent.
Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item on the agenda was discussion on an interagency agreement between the McDonough County Public Transportation Program and the Hancock County Public Transportation Program for administrative support services. 
Gary Ziegler, McDonough County Transportation Director reported the Illinois Department of Transportation is trying to establish public transportation by promoting and providing public transportation, administrative support, dispatching and vehicle maintenance for all counties in Illinois. In order for Hancock County to obtain availability for this program there must be an interagency agreement between MCTD and HCPT and recommends Council move forward with the agreement. 
Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Inman to place the above item on the consent agenda for Monday, June 7 Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Second item for discussion was a proposal from Waste Management to modify the recycling service from once a week pickup to every other week pickup and to add some additional services. 



Dave Schaab, Municipal Marketing Manager for Waste Management reported on  

the proposal for garbage and recycling services which would reduce recycling from once a week 35-gallon carts to every other week collection in 96-gallon carts, offer six (6) solar powered compactors for placement, ten (10) 20-pack med waste trackers for sharp containers, twenty (20) battery tracker recycling containers for dry battery recycling, extending the contract for twenty four months and reduce an anticipated rate increase for the solid waste portion of the contract. 
Several items were discussed from truck traffic, reducing carbon emissions and costs effecting 

the City. 

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to move forward with the contract, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 

Third item for discussion was on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located at 406 North McArthur from R-2 Single Family Residential Zoning District to ASMU Adams Street Mixed Use Residential Zoning District.

There was no further discussion on this item.
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Fourth item for discussion was on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located at 208 West Adams Street from R-2 Single Family Residential Zoning District to ASMU Adams Street Mixed Use Residential Zoning District.
There was no further discussion on this item.

Fifth and Sixth items for discussion was on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located at 820 North Albert Street from R-2 Single Family Residential Zoning District to R-3 Two Family Dwelling Residential Zoning District and on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located immediately south of 820 North Albert Street at about 800 North Albert Dwelling Residential Zoning District. 

Alderman Dorsett recommends bringing back a layout of all properties in the North Albert Street area to be rezoned instead of one lot at a time. 


Community Development Coordinator Ed Basch suggested blanket rezoning for the entire block and to amend the comprehensive plan at the same time.  

Discussion was held regarding the total number of lots on North Albert Street, the storm sewer running between properties and how it would affect properties if sold which would require an easement, parking issues during college sessions and infrastructure of streets on costs and repairs.  


It was a consensus of the Council to vote on this issue at the first meeting in June.  

Seventh item for discussion was on being a home rule community.

Aldermen Lobdell and Dorsett reported home rule can be obtained naturally by population, referendum or voters petitioning and would benefit the City by allowing citizens the opportunity to address issues by vote. Areas of home rule which could be addressed are parking and noise issues, nuisance properties, economic development and bonding for infrastructure, alcohol ordinances, hotel/motel tax, blighted property remediation and fines for municipal violations would allow business owners along with citizens the right to voice their concerns and make decisions for their community. Home rule affects the City of Macomb only by giving flexibility to target revenues differently and address lowering property taxes over time by spreading tax levies and excludes “tax caps” (PTELL) which does not apply to home rule municipalities. 
Discussion was held to make informational packets available through the City Clerk’s office and to place information on Channel 15. 
It was a consensus of the Council to bring back to Committee for further discussion at the next Committee of the Whole meeting on Monday June, 14. 


Mayor Wisslead reported “Flags of Love” will be displayed in Chandler Park Monday, May 31 


from 6:00 a.m. till 6:00 p.m. if anyone would like to help put up or take down flags. 
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Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) Collective bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of 

employees, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (2) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Hansen, being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:59 p.m.
Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 6:13 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman  Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell  to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:14 p.m.
