      Agreement, Contract Number 3976, Grant No. OP-11-22-IL (“Agreement”) with the State of

      Illinois in order to obtain grant assistance under the provisions of the Illinois Downstate

      Public Transportation Act (30 ILCS 740/2, et. seq.).
2.  That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized and directed to execute the 

      Agreement on behalf of the City of Macomb for such assistance.
3.  That the Mayor of the City of Macomb is hereby authorized to provide such information       

     and to file such documents as may be required to perform the Agreement and to 

     request and receive the Grant funding.
