Minutes of the Committee of the Whole Meeting

Monday, July 26, 2010

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, July 26, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon. Nine Aldermen being present.

Others Present: Mayor, City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item on the agenda was discussion on an ordinance to create a Class R plus SS liquor license for Shiloh’s Bar & Bistro LLC d/b/a Shiloh’s Bar & Bistro.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Second item for discussion was on the bids for Hidden Hills lift station replacement project.

Public Works Director Walter Burnett reported two bids were received, one from Denton Gunther and one from Laverdiere both coming in under estimates. After the proposals are reviewed and signed by the engineers, they will be brought before Council for final approval. 
There was no further discussion on this item.

Third item for discussion was on the status of Ward Street Construction Project. 

Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated Phase I on Ward Street is delayed due to rain forcing Midwest Bridge & Crane to file for an extension and IDOT agreeing to pay for costs of dewatering the sub grade. A completion date is set for late August or early September on Phase I.
Ward Street Phase II also has been affected by rain with Laverdiere Construction indicating they would seek an extension from IDOT delaying the opening of Ward Street to thru traffic until July 30 with a completion date set for August 27, 2010.
Alderman Inman asked which areas north of the railroad tracks to Jackson Street will need milled. PWD Burnett stated both areas including the intersection itself.
Alderman Moon expressed concerns on residence’s being able to access their homes past McDonough Street when construction moves further south. PWD Burnett stated they will know more when the curbs are in place and currently the City is working closely with businesses and residence to meet their needs and will notify all residence when Ward Street to Washington Street does open.
Mayor Wisslead welcomed Mitch Worley to the K100 team. 

There was no further discussion on this item.
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There being no further business, Alderman Wynn moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:09 p.m.
