The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, August 30, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ed Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon. Alderman Ryan Hansen being absent.

Others Present: Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item on the agenda was discussion on local businesses compliance policy with the City of Macomb.

City Administrator Dean Torreson reported on a policy drafted by City Attorney Liz Wilhelm creating a list of businesses that are in non-compliance with City Ordinances regarding taxes, loans, parking tickets, etc. When a business is placed on this list the City will notify the business owner and refuse purchases or services with that business until the situation is resolved. Each business placed on the list has the right to appeal to City Council. 

Discussion was held on notifying staff and department heads when a business is taken off the list, refusing contract bids if a contractor is not in compliance with the City ordinances, towing and registration fees.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Second item for discussion was on the cross-thru road from Farm King to Walton Avenue.

City Administrator Dean Torreson reported negotiations are currently ongoing with First Bankers Trust regarding cost sharing for the cross-thru road from Farm King to Walton Avenue, but no decision has been made at this time.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Mayor Wisslead reported “Flags of Love” will be displayed in Chandler Park on Labor Day, Monday, September 6 from 7:00 a.m. til 5:00 p.m. if anyone would like to help put up or take down flags. 

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) Collective bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec.2 (c) (2) of the Open Meetings Act b) Appointment, compensation discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Lavin, Gilbert, Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon, being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:09 p.m.

Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 6:02 p.m.
