Minutes of the Committee of the Whole Meeting
Monday, October 11, 2010
5:00 p.m.


The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, October 11, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Tim Lobdell, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon. Aldermen Dave Dorsett and Clay Hinderliter being absent.

Others Present: Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Jeff De Joode and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item on the agenda was discussion on an ordinance to create a Class P liquor license for Bond Drug Company of Illinois, LLC d/b/a Walgreens #02206.

There was no further discussion on the above item.

Second item for discussion was on an ordinance to eliminate parking on the North side of 200-300 blocks of Walker Street, East side of 400 block of North Campbell Street and South side of 100-200 blocks of West McDonough Street.

There was no further discussion on the above item.

Third item for discussion was on entering into an engineering contract with Hanson Engineering to design 2011 improvements to West University Drive and Western Avenue from University to University.

Public Works Director Walter Burnett reported Hanson Engineering has been recommended by the Public Works Committee to design the 2011 improvements to West University Drive and Western Avenue from University to University. The cost would be $40,000.00 excluding costs of construction observation services. The City has designated $900,000.00 next year to construct the project and indicated one or more of the following options to be incorporated into the improvements; Repair of sub-base failures, addition of storm sewer intakes where needed, concrete intersection at University and Western and concrete overlay at bus stops.  The Public Works Committee is scheduled to meet and discuss additional options with Hanson Engineer, Mike Brietbach and bring further recommendations back to the Council by October 25.

Alderman Moon reported that the Public Works Committee and Engineers have discussed several options of white topping, milling and overlay. They decided it was in the City’s best interest to move forward with an overlay that would last ten years as opposed to a thinner overlay which would last three to four. Alderman Moon also stated Hanson Engineering is the best option and feels this is the direction the City needs to take.  

Alderman Lobdell asked what would happen to the plan if the public does not support the sales tax expansion. Public Works Director Burnett replied the work is scheduled to be done with or without the tax expansion and is calculated into the plans for next year. The difference the City would see if the sales tax expansion would not be voted in is whether or not Western Avenue could be completed. 

Alderman Moon stated Western Avenue was taken out of the plan due to the future construction of a new Performing Arts Building at Western Illinois University. 
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Alderman Hansen stated he supports the project 100%.

Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to place the above item on the agenda for Monday, October 18 Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Fourth item for discussion was on an ordinance annexing certain territory located in McDonough County, Illinois and located in the northeast corner of Section 1 in Chalmers Township, McDonough County, Illinois (South Johnson and Wear Avenue – Meade Addition.)

Alderman Inman asked if the property still remains AG1. Mayor Wisslead replied yes and currently allows livestock on the property to an extent.

There was no further discussion on the above item.

Fifth item for discussion to permanently set Trick or Treat nights for October 30 and 31 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. for the City of Macomb.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Inman to place the above item on the consent agenda for Monday, October 18 Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

There being no further business, Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:09 p.m.
