Minutes of the Committee of the Whole Meeting
Monday, March 14, 2011
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, March 14, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber in Macomb City Hall, 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Edward Lavin, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Dennis Moon. Mike Inman was absent.

Others present: Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Clerk Melanie Falk, City Administrator Dean Torreson. Legal Counsel Liz Duvall was absent.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting order.

There were no public comments.

First item for discussion was consideration to award the bid for the Channel 15 television equipment. POWER TO ACT.

City Administrator Torreson stated that two bids were received and opened at 10:00 a.m. today. Bids that were received were from ESC, Inc. in the amount of 18,306.00 and Roscor in the amount of $19,116.00. However, the bid from ESC, Inc. did not include the automation system which would have been an additional $4,700.00.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to award the bid to Roscor in the amount of $19,116.00 to purchase Channel 15 television equipment, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Second item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Chapter 15, by creating a new Article X of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois regarding Impoundment of Motor Vehicles Used in Certain Offenses.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Third item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to set cemetery burial fees and openings by amending Section 24-4 of the Municipal Code.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Fourth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to increase water rates by amending Section 24-3 of the Municipal Code.

Alderman Lobdell stated when this was discussed previously, it was his understanding that it was only the water rate that would be increased by 5% and the sewer rate by 3%.  At this time, he does not want to increase any of the extra fees.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to amend the ordinance to reflect increasing the water rate only by 5% and no extra fee increases, all Aldermen vote “Aye” by a voice vote and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Fifth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to increase sewer rates by amending Section 24-2 of the Municipal Code.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to amend the ordinance to reflect increasing the sewer rate only by 3% and extra fee increases, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by a voice vote and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.
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Sixth item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to set garbage fees by amending Section 24-1 of the Municipal Code.

There was no addition discussion on this item.

Seventh item for discussion was on amending the amended agreement for the collection, processing and disposal of residential waste, recyclable and yard waste.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Eighth item was discussion/report on sanitary sewer camera usage.

Public Works Director Walter Burnett stated that 51,900 feet of sewer and storm sewer mains have been televised. There are several advantages that have been determined by using this camera. We can investigate sewer lines before they are accepted or reconstructed and helps to exactly locate reported underground problems before digging begins to determine a specific location. It has also been a cost savings in proving that problems were the homeowner’s responsibility instead of the City’s and it has also shown a number of sanitary sewer backups that were not the City’s sewer mains. The camera has been a major asset for the city.

The ninth item was discussion on an ordinance to amend Chapter 2 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois to provide for the adoption of the Non-Home Rule Municipal Retailers and Service Occupation Tax of 1% on the sale of tangible person property other than food and medicine purchased at retail and sale of service from the retailer as defined in 65 ILCS 5/8-11-1.3 and 11-1.4 within the City of Macomb, Illinois.

There was no further discussion on this item.

Tenth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 23-83 of the Municipal Code regarding the disconnection of water service for a business.

City Administrator Torreson stated after this was previously discussed, the Business Office had some concerns they wanted the council to be aware of.  Such as, before restaurant and bars are shut off, the health department needs to be notified and apartment buildings over a certain number of tenants, each tenant must given 20 days notice and many of the water stops for businesses have not been used and are not readily accessible.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to table this ordinance until a disconnection policy can be established for businesses, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by a voice vote and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Eleventh item for discussion was setting the city wide Spring Clean Up week.

PW Works Director Burnett stated the proposed dates are Monday, May 16 through Thursday, May 19 with a second pickup on Monday, May 23 in the northwest quadrant.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the dates and place on consent agenda for March 21 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by a voice vote and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

The twelfth item for discussion was setting the opening date for the City’s yard waste site located on Tower Road.

PW Director Burnett stated the proposed date to open is Thursday, April 7 from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.
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Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the opening date and place on consent agenda for March 21 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by a voice vote and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

The thirteenth item for discussion was setting the date for “Sticker Required” yard waste pick up.

PW Director Burnett stated the proposed starting date is Monday, April 4.

Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to approve the date and place on consent agenda for the March 21 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by a voice vote and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

The fourteenth item was the Fiscal Year 2011-2012 budget work session.

City Administrator Torreson gave a brief overview of the budget. First reading of the budget ordinance will be on Monday, April 4.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn into executive session for a)Pending or probable litigation, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act, b)Collective bargaining matters between the public body and it’s employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(2) of the Open Meetings Act, c)The purchase or lease of real property for the use of the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(5) of the Open Meetings Act and d)The setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(6) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Lavin, Gilbert, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:42 p.m.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 6:15 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:16 p.m.
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
