				A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE AFFIRMATIVE ACTION AND EQUAL 
				EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY PLAN.

WHEREAS, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 as amended by the Equal Employment Opportunity Act of 1972 and the Civil Rights Act of 1991 prohibits discriminatory employment practices based upon race, color, national origin, religion and sex by state and local governmental employers; and
WHEREAS, the Age Discrimination in Employment Act, prohibits Employers from discrimination based on age; and
WHEREAS, the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability in the terms and condition of employment, the provision of public services, and access to and use of public accommodation; and
WHEREAS, the Illinois Human Rights Act of 1980 prohibits discrimination of hiring and employment on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, ancestry, physical or mental disability unrelated to ability or unfavorable military discharge by a state or local governmental unit and further forbids discrimination in equal employment opportunities in the performance of public contracts; and
WHEREAS, Executive Order 11246, as amended, requires nondiscrimination in employment under all federally assisted contracts, specifically those contracts performed under the standards and procedures issued by the Department of Housing and Urban Development, which are in compliance with the rules and regulations as promulgated by the Department of Labor regarding the letting and performance of contracts by recipients of funds from the Department of Housing and Urban Development; and
WHEREAS, the City of Macomb, Illinois, in compliance with the above mentioned Federal and State rules and regulations and any other rules and regulations issued in the future by any Federal or State authority regarding employment opportunity does affirm the municipality’s commitment to Affirmative Action policies and procedures in all phases of city government; and
WHEREAS, the City of Macomb, Illinois, by action of the City Council, passed on September 5, 2006, and approved on September 6, 2006, an Affirmative Action and Equal Employment Opportunity Plan by Resolution; and
WHEREAS, the Affirmative Action and Equal Employment Opportunity Plan as adopted by the City of Macomb, Illinois, is compliant with current Federal and State laws and regulations and any other rules and regulations issued by any Federal or State authority:
