MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, AUGUST 29, 2011
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, August 29, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Dennis Moon. Alderman Tom Koch was absent.

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, City Clerk Melanie Falk, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie.

Public Comments: Mr. Jim Von Kannon, 1406 Maple Avenue, stated he had some concerns and would like know how individuals departing Amtrak would get across the railroad tracks to the bus transfer station with the crossing gates still down.

Mayor Inman stated they would have an answer for him at the next meeting.

First item of discussion was bids received for the McDonough County Public Transportation Vehicle Maintenance and Operations Center project.

Transportation Director Gary Ziegler stated three bids were received from Leander Construction, Inc., Williams Brothers Construction, Inc. and Laverdiere Construction, Inc. The bids were reviewed by CDM and the low bidder was Laverdiere Construction in the amount of $10,532,300.00. All three bids were under budget and it is the recommendation t award the bid to Laverdiere Construction. After acceptance by the City Council, final approval will have to come from IDOT.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to concur with the recommendation and place on the consent agenda for the September 6 City Council meeting.

Mr. Jim Von Kannon, 1406 Maple Avenue, stated he was interested in where the money came from to purchase the building on Pierce Street.  

Director Ziegler stated the money used to purchase the building was federal grant money.

Second item of discussion was an ordinance to amend the Unified Development Code by adding Section 17-906 (i), and special uses to the R-1 and R-2 Section of the Use Matrix.

Alderman Hill asked if the ordinance would still include the 100’ requirement. The way the ordinance was presented for first reading it is included.

This will be presented for second reading and final approval on September 6.

Third item was discussion on soliciting quotes for the City of Macomb’s property and casualty insurance.

City Administrator Torreson stated every three years the city solicits quotes for their property and casualty insurance. The City has been with Illinois Counties Risk Management Trust and Pumo Insurance as the local agent. Our current policy will expire at the end of November. The City has given notice to ICRMT in case the City does change carriers and if not, the notice can be withdrawn.

He would like to recommend approval of soliciting quotes at the September 6 City Council meeting, with RFQ’s released the day after. Quotes would be due on October 27 with final approval on November 21, 2011.
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This will be placed on the agenda for September 6 City Council meeting.

Fourth item was discussion on extending the electricity purchase contract with Ameren Energy Marketing for electricity.

City Administrator Torreson stated two years ago, the City entered into a retail electrical contract with Ameren Energy Marketing for a 12 month period. Then in 2009, the City extended it for another year. The City has had an estimated savings of $44,000.00 per year.

It is the recommendation to obtain a quote from Ameren Energy Marketing on Tuesday, September 6, meeting with the General Government Committee for review and then have the contract extension ready for the Mayor’s signature at the City Council meeting, if approved.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to concur with the recommendation, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Fifth item was discussion on the engineering services agreement with McClure Engineering for the water towers maintenance project.

This will be placed on the September 6 City Council agenda for final approval.

Sixth was discussion on a sole source purchase for a lime slaker at the Water Treatment Plant.

This will be placed on the September 6 City Council agenda for final approval.

Seven was discussion on establishing a supervision ordinance for violation of the code.

City Attorney Petrie stated the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois has not been amended to provide for court supervision as a general penalty option for violation of the City’s ordinance.

This will be placed on the September 6 City Council agenda for first reading.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session for a)Collective bargaining matters between the public body and it’s employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(2) of the Open Meetings Act, on questions being put, Aldermen Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:28 p.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 5:35 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:36 p.m.
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
