The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, October 31, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

There were no public comments.

First item of discussion was on the final pay estimate with Leander Construction for the Water Plant Membrane project.  This is the 9th and final payment in the amount of $29,747.15.  There was no discussion and no questions.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter, to be placed on Consent Agenda for November 7, 2011 Council Meeting, all Aldermen being present, voting “Aye” by a voice vote, and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.
  
Second item of discussion was on the engineering service agreement for the 2012 infrastructure project.
CA Dean Torreson gave out copies of the proposals and recommendations for each division and project.

CA Torreson recommended Hanson Engineering for the sewerage lift station project.

On first project, “Stacy Lane Lift Station Project”, Alderman Dorsett, stated he is not in favor, and would like it to go to “Public Works Committee” for further review and discussion.  Roll call was taken, All Aldermen being present, Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The second project, “Northwest Water Main Replacement Project”, CA Torreson recommended McClure Engineering.

The third project, “Street Recycling and Overlay Project” CA Torreson recommended Maurer Stutz Engineering. 

There was no discussion on the remaining two projects or selection of Engineering Firms.  Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell, to place the remaining two projects on the Agenda, all Aldermen being present, by voice voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell, to adjourn into Executive Session for the purpose of  pending litigation, pursuant to Sec.2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act., all Aldermen being present, by voice voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried, and they adjourned into Executive Session at 5:15 p.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen being present, by voice voting “Aye”, and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 5:48 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn, all Aldermen being present, by voice voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:50 p.m.
