MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, NOVEMBER 14, 2011
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, November 14, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Tim Lobdell, and Dennis Moon.    
 
Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, 
City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  

There were no public comments.

First item of discussion was on Property and Casualty insurance bids for the City of Macomb.

CA Torreson presented his and the committee’s recommendation to the Council.  Their recommendation was to remain with the current ICRMT with Pumo Insurance as the local agent.  This is a three year cycle with it being renewable every year.  

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to place on the consent agenda for Monday November 21, 2011, council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried. 

Second item of discussion was on the service agreement with Hanson Engineering for the Stacy Lane lift station project.  

CA Torreson presented a breakdown of the bid:
-Project Administration:		$2750.00
-Topographic Survey Site:	$2750.00
-Plans/Specs/Estimantes:	$8500.00
-Lift Station Permitting:		$1000.00
-Bidding Services:		$2100.00
-Construction Services:		$7400.00

TOTAL COST			$24,500.00

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to place on the consent agenda for approval, for Monday November 21, 2011 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.
	
  
Third item of discussion was on the restructuring of yard waste fees.
CA Torreson explained currently Macomb residents are being charged twice for services, through the now current water billing and a gate fee when waste is taken to the Yard Waste Center, regardless of where the waste originated.   

The new process would be to charge solely based upon where the waste originated, inside the City limits or outside the City limits.  CA Torreson presented the new charge breakdown:

Pickup/Sm Trailer	$15/Inside	$25/Outside
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One-Ton Truck/Med.Trailer	$30/Inside	$50/Outside
Two-Ton Truck/Lrg. Trailer	$50/Inside	$75/Outside
Tandem Truck/X-Lg Trailer	$60/Inside	$100/Outside

Alderman Dorsett stated that verification on origination of the waste would be very important, so that there was no circumventing the gate fee.

Alderman Lobdell stated that it is the City’s responsibility to notify the public that they will not be charged a gate fee, and that this would be possible through the media and the water billing process.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett, to place restructuring fees on the agenda for first reading on Monday November 21, 2011 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The fourth item of discussion was on amending the peddler’s license ordinance for the City of Macomb.

City Attorney Kristen Petrie presented the amended ordinance with explanation of the now more detailed separation of Solicitors and Vendors and its definitions and restrictions.  

Mr. Doug Smiley, 733 W. Carroll St., a Vendor, stated his concern for the enforcement of the amended ordinance, what the procedure for violation would be, and who would be enforcing it.  Stating that most occurrences happen between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 2:00 a.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell, to place on the agenda for first reading on Monday November 21, 2011 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Fifth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 15-215(2) of the Municipal Code of Macomb to designate Limited “No Parking” Zones near the Carroll/Lafayette Intersection.  There was no further discussion except for clarification from Alderman Lobdell that this would, in fact, be a posted “Tow Away Zone” and Mayor Inman stated it would be posted as such.  

Alderman Dorsett moved and seconded by Alderman Lobdell, to place on the agenda for a second reading at Monday November 21, 2011 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The Sixth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Exhibit A (the Municipal/Private Water Company Regulations on Cross-Connection Control) by amending Section 1-C.

 This had a first reading at Council and there was no further discussion. 

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett, to place on the agenda for second reading on Monday November 21, 2011 council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.


There being no further business, Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen being present, by voice voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:31 p.m.
