			A.   The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), has a duty to its citizens to 
			       Maintain City properties within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb. 

			B.   The Old Macomb Cemetery is located within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb on 
			       Wigwam Hollow Road near the intersection with West Adams Street, being maintained by 
			       the City of Macomb, it has not undergone any significant improvements or rehabilitation in
			       many years. 

			C.   The McDonough County Historical Society desires to pursue potential grant funding and private
			       donations to finance proposed rehabilitation and improvements, possibly fencing and a
			       parking area, for the Old Macomb Cemetery located in Macomb, Illinois. 

			D.   The City Council, on behalf of the City, supports the McDonough County Historical Society’s
			       efforts in pursuing funding for rehabilitation and improvements at the Old Macomb Cemetery, 
			       located in Macomb, Illinois, on Wigwam Hollow Road near the intersection with West Adams
			       Street.
		
			NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB,
			MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

The preamble set out above is incorporated herein
			to the same extent and in the same manner as if it were out in full, verbatim, in this section.

			Section 2. Resolution to Extend Support.  The City Council, on behalf of the City of Macomb,
			hereby supports the McDonough County Historical Society’s ongoing efforts to rehabilitate the 
			Old Macomb Cemetery in Macomb, Illinois, located at Wigwam Hollow Road near the intersection of 			West Adams Street, by their pursuing a grant for funds and private donations to finance 					improvements.

			Section 3. Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and
			approval pursuant to law.
