				A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE SPRING LAKE FIREWOOD POLICY

				                                      Preamble

		A.  The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), has a duty to its citizens to maintain City 			      properties within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb.

		B.  The Spring Lake Park is located within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb and is populated by a 		      variety of trees, including many that are ash trees.

		C.  The Emerald Ash Borer beetle has been destroying ash trees throughout Ontario, Michigan, Ohio, 			      Indiana, and now into Illinois with the spread of the beetles coming closer to Macomb, Illinois.

		D.  The Macomb Tree Board and the Macomb Park District Board recommend that the Macomb Spring Lake 
		      Park and campground be restricted by policy as to firewood in an effort to reduce the spread and 
		      possible infestation of Emerald Ash Borer beetles of the ash trees in the area.

		E.  The City Council desires to adopt the Spring Lake Firewood Policy in an effort to reduce the spread
		      and possible infestation of the Emerald Ash Borer in Spring Lake Park and surrounding areas.

		     NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, 
		     MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

		     Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble set out above is incorporated herein to the
		same extent and in the same manner as if it were out in full, verbatim, in this section.

		     Section 2. Resolution to Adopt Spring Lake Firewood Policy. The City Council hereby adopts
		The Spring Lake Firewood Policy to help reduce the spread and possible infestation of Emerald Ash
		Borer at the Spring Lake Park and surrounding areas.

		     Section 3. Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and 
		approval pursuant to law.

		WHEREAS, both the City and WCISEC are governmental bodies of the State of Illinois vested with the
		responsibility and authority to enforce and uphold the laws of this State, to protect and safeguard the students
		enrolled in the West Central Illinois Special Education Cooperative facilities from public menace and crime, 		and to keep peace in the school and the surrounding community; and,

		WHEREAS, the WCISEC had determined that there presently exists a need for on-site police services
		at WCISEC locations, to prevent and reduce the incidence of criminal activity at or on the campuses of the 		schools; and,

		WHEREAS, the City had determined that it can provide the on-site police services the WCISEC desires;
		and,

		WHEREAS, the Parties are authorized to enter into this Agreement pursuant to Article VII, Section 10 of 
		the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois and the Illinois Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5ILCS220/1 et 		seq.); and, 
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		WHEREAS, the Parties will each derive a benefit from the security offered by a school resource officer
		(SRO) in WCISEC facilities; and,

		WHEREAS, the Parties have determined that it is in their respective and mutual best interests to enter
		into this Agreement and provide the services hereunder.

	   	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB,
		MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

		Cooperative for a school resource officer at the West Central Illinois Special Education Co-Op facilities, a
		copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A.
