				A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO SIGN A MEMORANDUM OF  				UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF MACOMB AND THE ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL
					                       PROTECTION AGENCY

							Preamble

			A. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), has restricted the use of ground 				water as a potable or domestic supply of water by Ordinance, in its current form and last amended 
			in February of 2005.

			B. The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (the “Illinois EPA) has reviewed the Ordinance 				passed by the City restricting the use of groundwater for potable purposes and/or the installation
			and use of new potable water supply wells and has indentified that the Ordinance restricts private
			entities but not the unit of local government itself.

			C. The requirements of 35 Illinois Administrative Code 742.1015 for the use of groundwater or water
			well ordinances as environmental institutional controls specify that the unit of local government itself
			must be restricted as well, and in cases where an ordinance does not restrict the unit of local 
			government, it may enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Illinois EPA to satisfy these
			requirements. 

			D. The Memorandum of Understanding, as proposed by the Illinois EPA, would satisfy the 
			requirements of 35 Illinois Administrative Code 742.1015(a) to allow the use of the Ordinance, as
			in effect in the City currently, as an institutional control.

			E. The City Council of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois, has discussed the Memorandum of
			Understanding and wish to authorize the Mayor, on behalf of the City, to act as agent and signatory 
			and sign the Memorandum.

			NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB,
			MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

			     Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble set out above is incorporated herein to
			the same extent and in the same manner as if it were out in full, verbatim, in this section. 

			     Section 2. Designation of Agents as Signatory.  The Mayor is authorized to sign, on
			behalf of the City of Macomb, the Memorandum of Understanding regarding the use of a local
			groundwater or water well ordinance as an environmental institutional control, signed by the
			Illinois Environmental Protection Agency.

			     Section 3. Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its 
			passage and approval pursuant to law.

A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR OF THE CITY OF MACOMB TO SELL CERTAIN REAL ESTATE OWNED BY THE CITY OF MACOMB, McDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS CONSISTING OF LOT 3 OF MACOMB BUSINESS PARK.

						Preamble

A. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) has acquired by purchase certain real estate located within the corporate limits of the City and commonly known as the Macomb Business Park.

B. The City holds the real estate in the Macomb Business Park for commercial and industrial development purposes.  The real estate is currently vacant and unimproved.

C. The City has previously obtained an appraisal of the Business Park property from a licensed real estate appraiser.  The appraisal information is on file with the City Clerk.

D. The City has received a proposal from Scott Wisslead and Paul Wisslead, as individuals to be held in joint tenancy, to purchase 1.373 acres, more or less, of the Business Park for commercial purposes. 

E. The City proposes to sell the 1.373 acre tract of real estate which is legally described as follows:

A tract of real estate consisting of approximately 1.373 acres located in the City of Macomb Industrial Park, more particularly described as follows:

Lot Three (3) of Macomb Business Park Subdivision, as shown by the Plat recorded December 17, 2008, as Document No. 08-4949, situated in the County of McDonough, State of Illinois.

  F.	The City Council of the City (the “Council”) hereby finds and determines that it is no longer necessary, appropriate, or in the best interest of the City that it retain title to the 	tract of real estate, and said real estate is not required for use of, or profitable to, the City.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, McDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

	Section 1.  Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble which appears above is incorporated into this section to the same extent and effect as if set forth in full verbatim.

	Section 2.  Designation of Agents for Sale.  The Mayor of the City of Macomb, as agent for the City, is designated to handle the sale of the real estate in all respects.

	Section 3.  Details about the Real Estate.  The real estate consists of one (1) vacant lot, described as:  Lot Three (3) in Macomb Business Park Addition to the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois.
 
	Section 4.  Terms of Sale.  The tract is being sold for $9,611.00, which is more than 80% of the appraised value.  A copy of the appraisal is on file in the office of the City Clerk.  The City will provide evidence of title and requires cash at closing to consummate the sale of the real estate.

	Section 5.  Publication of Resolution.  The City Clerk shall publish a copy of this resolution immediately after its passage and approval in the Voice.

	Section 6.  Acceptance/Rejection of Offer to Purchase.  The Council approves the sale of the tract of real estate to Scott Wisslead and Paul Wisslead, as individuals to be held in joint tenancy, by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the corporate authorities now holding office.

	Section 7.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
