			DEVICES ON WEST ADAMS STREET, CONTINGENT UPON SECURING OF NECESSARY
			GRANT FUNDS AND SUBSEQUENT COMPLETION OF IDOT-APPROVED STREET AND
			STREETSCAPE IMPROVEMENTS ON THAT PORTION OF WEST ADAMS STREET FROM
			LAFAYETTE TO CHARLES STREETS. 

			BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH
			COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

			That the City Council and Mayor hereby pledge to complete the following parking changes on West 
			Adams Street upon completion of planned street and streetscape improvements:

A.	All on street-parking on Adams Street will be prohibited from Lafayette Street to Charles Street, for the following reason:
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			The existing right-of-way along the Adams Street corridor is 40’.  The proposed Adams Street 	design calls 
			for two 11.75’ lanes with 2’ of curb and gutter on each side of the street and 6’ wide sidewalks adjacent to 
			the back of the curb.  The total width of pavement, curb and gutter and sidewalks is 39.5’.  Due to limited 
			right-of-way and the need to accommodate pedestrians, on-street parking lanes will be eliminated.

			B.	To compensate for the loss of on-street parking, the City will provide for adequate on-street 
			parking in nearby areas, as well as work with a willing developer to develop an off-street parking lot 
			that will serve patrons of current and future commercial businesses along West Adams Street. 

			AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council and Mayor hereby pledge to complete the 
			following traffic control change on West Adams Street upon completion of planned street and 
			streetscape improvements:
		
A. Remove the east bound and west bound stop signs on Adams Street at the intersection of McArthur Street for the following reason:
		
			Based upon manual traffic counts taken, the multi-way stop warrants are not met per the 2009 Edition of 
			The Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) requirements. Section 2B.07.04.C of the 
			MUTCD states the minimum traffic volume along Adams Street and each respective side street (McArthur) 
			has to meet or exceed 300 movements (vehicle) and 200 movements (vehicle, bicycle and pedestrian) average 
			per hour, respectively, for  any 8 hours of an average day.  The Adams Street leg of the intersection meets 
			the warrant, however the movements on 2%-3% per year for 20 years, average about ½ of the total  needed to 
			warrant a multi-way stop.  Replacement of the existing four-way stop at the Adams/McArthur intersection 
			with a two-way stop for McArthur Street traffic as well as traffic counts are included in the approved Local 
			Project Development Report for Group II Categorical Exclusions and Design Approval for the City of Macomb, 
			Illinois Adams Street Improvements(IDOT Section No. 11-00151-00ES).

			This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval pursuant to law.

			A.	The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “city”), has a duty to protect the health
			and welfare of its citizens and to maintain City properties within the corporate limits of the City of 
			Macomb.

			B.	The Heritage Days Committee provides organization and planning to the Heritage Days
			Celebration in the City of Macomb and has contacts with different vendors, companies, and 
			individuals wishing to participate in the celebration by offering either products or services to the 
			citizens of the City of Macomb.  

			C.	The Heritage Days Celebration involves having different vendors, companies and individuals
			conduct or participate in different activities on the City of Macomb’s property that may involve offering 
			products or services to the citizens of the City of Macomb.

			D.	The City Council desires to adopt the Heritage Days Insurance Guidelines to be utilized
			by the Heritage Days Committee in an effort to ensure the vendors, companies, and individuals 
			involved in certain Heritage Days activities have acceptable insurance coverage.

			NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB,
