Mr. Gil Johnson, Peoria, IL, stated he and his wife are the owners of the Pineapple Inn located at 204 West Jefferson and purchased this property in a distressed situation from a local bank a couple of years ago. They have put $25,000 to $30,000 worth of improvements to the house. They did try to manage it as a bed and breakfast but with the two nice hotels and another bed and breakfast there wasn’t a big demand for it. However, there is a demand for professional people, such as doctors, accountants, consultants, that need a longer term stay with a relaxed atmosphere. They do not serve breakfast because it is not a necessity for these people that stay there. Mr. Johnson also stated that there is 76’ of parking spaces in the back which more than accounts for the six (6) spaces needed to comply with the zoning regulations.
