			A.  The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), is legal owner of the 
			building located at 201 South Lafayette Street, in Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois.

			B.  The Western Illinois Museum, a nonprofit corporation, has been occupant in the 
			building located at 201 South Lafayette Street, in Macomb, for over ten years, with the
			consent and support of the City Council of the City of Macomb, McDonough County,
			Illinois (the “Council”).

			C.  The Council, on behalf of the City, supports the Western Illinois Museum in Macomb,
			and the Museum’s efforts in operating its museum, library and archives to collect, preserve,
			study, interpret and exhibit significant materials relating to the region of Western Illinois,
			at the 201 South Lafayette Street location.

			D.  The Council desires to enter into an Agreement with the Western Illinois Museum, to
			allow the Museum to continue its activity at the 201 South Lafayette Street, Macomb,
			location.

			NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
			MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

			   Section 1.  Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble set out above is incorporated
			herein to the same extent and in the same manner as if it were out in full, verbatim, in 
			this section.

			   Section 2.  Designation of Agents as Signatory.  The Mayor is authorized to sign, on
			behalf of the City of Macomb, the Agreement with the Western Illinois Museum, allowing 
			their occupancy of the location at 201 South Lafayette Street, Macomb, McDonough County,
			Illinois, for purposes of operating its museum.

This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its 
			passage and approval pursuant to law.
