MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, APRIL 9, 2012
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, April 9, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Tim Lobdell, and Dennis Moon.     

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, and City Attorney Kristen Petrie. City Treasurer Ron Ward was absent.


First item of discussion was a Public Hearing.

Mayor Inman opened a Public Hearing on the FY 2012-2013 budget for the City of Macomb at 5:02 p.m.  There were no comments and no objections; the hearing was closed at 5:04 p.m.

The second item of discussion was on an ordinance to adopt a budget for the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois for the fiscal year commencing on May 1, 2012 and ending April 30, 2013.
This ordinance had first reading.  CA Torreson gave a brief description of the$35.2 Million dollar budget. There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on agenda for second reading at Monday night Council meeting.

Third item of discussion was on a downtown façade improvement forgivable loan to Terill Title Company at 117 South Side Square.  CDC Basch explained the improvements at the location as being awning replacement and painting of the window and door frames on the exterior of the building, the estimate for the work was $3200.00.  CDC Basch recommended that the loan to Terill Title Company be $1600.00.

Alderman Dorsett concurred with the recommendation and moved to grant the loan and place on consent agenda for Monday night Council meeting, seconded by Alderman Hansen, all Aldermen voting “Aye”, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried, and it would be placed on consent agenda at Monday night Council meeting. 

Fourth item of discussion was on a resolution authorizing application for FY13 public transportation financial assistance under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1991. Transit Director, Gary Ziegler was present to explain the resolution purpose as being the vehicle which gives the City Officials the proper authority to sign the application which is due April 20, 2012.  There was no further discussion.  The resolution will be placed on agenda at Monday night Council meeting.

Fifth item of discussion was on a resolution accepting the terms and conditions of the Special Warranty as part of the City’s FY 13 application for Section 5311 Financial Assistance.  Transit Director, Gary Ziegler was present to explain the resolution.   Mr. Ziegler stated that this was for the employees of the transportation providers, as an indicator of any changes of their employment.  He stated that it is a part of the contract.  There was no further discussion.

Sixth item of discussion was on an ordinance to provide public transportation in the City of Macomb and McDonough County, Illnois and to authorize the application for FY 13 public financial assistance under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act of 1991 and the State of Illinois Downstate Operating Assistance Program.  This ordinance had first reading.  Transit Director Gary Ziegler was present to explain the ordinance that has to be passed yearly by the City and the County as well, as both works together to provide transportation for the City of Macomb, and outside the city limit in McDonough County.
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Alderman Wynn did ask Mr. Ziegler about the Operating deficits mentioned.  Mr. Ziegler explained that the operating deficits were made up from a couple different sources, 50% operating, and 80% administrative, and the difference is made up by the Downstate Program and there were no city funds that go into it.  There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on agenda for second reading at Monday night Council meeting.

Seventh item of discussion was on an ordinance to create a Class P plus EH liquor license for Mac’s Convenience Store LLC dba Circle K #1331.  This ordinance had first reading.  There were no comments no objections.  Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on agenda for second reading at Monday night Council meeting.  

Eighth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend the City Fee Schedule and to increase the Solid waste collection fee by amending 24-1 of the Municipal Code.  This ordinance had first reading.  There were no comments no objections.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for second reading at Monday night Council meeting.  

Ninth item of discussion was on recommendation from Maurer Stutz Engineering, for the 2012 street improvements.  Interim Public Works Director, Jason Bainter was present to explain and show the list of nine streets for projected resurfacing.  His recommendation was to place Adams, College, Mechanic, Murray, Kelly and Yeiser streets as the base bid, and Orchard, Woodland, Krohe and Candy Lane as alternates.  Aldermen Lobdell and Moon stated that there was much work put into the list and approximately $1 million dollars was set aside for street improvements.  There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated that that was the direction the Council would go.  

Tenth item of discussion was on an engineering agreement for the East Carroll Street design from Maurer Stutz Engineering.  Interim Public Works Director Jason Bainter was present to explain the $135,000.00 design work complete for the whole project.  Mayor Inman explained as funds were available the work would be done on the project.  There was no further discussion.

Eleventh item of discussion was on an engineering agreement with Hanson Engineering for the University Drive Improvement.  The scope of work to be provided is limited to:

Project Coordination
Bid Document Preparation
Bidding Services
Construction Administration

Areas 1-3 Base Bid
Area 4 Alternate Bid
With the cost not to exceed $27,400.00 for engineering fees. 
 
There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda at Monday night Council for final action.

Twelfth item of discussion was on an authorization to seek bids for Chandler Park electrical improvements.  CA Torreson explained that the 12 bollards for Chandler Park had arrived and were stored at Public Works and was now time to seek bids for the work, to be completed before this year’s Heritage Day celebration.  He explained that eleven of the twelve bollards would be installed in the north part of the park, with one bollard kept for spare.  As an alternate bid there would also be in-ground flood lights installed.
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The successful bidder would provide and install the conduit and wiring necessary to feed bollards and flood lights. There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for approval at Monday night Council meeting.

Thirteenth item of discussion was on the Matrix pay system.  Alderman Moon stated to the Council that he had met with the City Administrator, Dean Torreson to discuss the Matrix pay system and their difference of opinions.  Although they did not agree on the direction of the Matrix he understood their difference of views on the issue.  Alderman Moon stated that what he would have proposed did not affect current employees, only new hires, and they would be non-union, then next fall-winter would be a good time to discuss because of possible impact on union contracts.  He stated that to move the issue forward he would vote yes to increase the Matrix by 2.25%.  There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for final approval at Monday night Council meeting.

There was no further business.

A public comment came forward at meetings end.

Christie Davis of 1002 Apt. 4 W. Carroll St., came forward to address the Council on a bill being passed by the House in January.   House Bill #HB3972 Electrical Free driving bill.  Her statement was directed to the Council to retrofit all current Police cars for hands free cell phone capability.  


There being no further business Alderman Moon motioned to adjourn, seconded by Alderman Wynn, all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no nay votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 5:32 p.m.
