			Mr. Moe stated the location of improvements would take place between Charles and Lafayette
			Streets.  He stated that the overall public would benefit from the project.  He stated that currently
			the existing roadway is 30’ edge to edge with curbs and 4’ sidewalks that do not meet accessible
			standards.  The proposed improvements include;

			Mr. Moe stated the design approval expected in 2012-2013, construction 2014-2015, estimated 				project cost was $1.9 million with funding from ITEP.

			 Ms. Shannon Duncan from WIRC was present to explain the application process.  Ms. Duncan 				stated the estimated cost of project was $1.9 million; the Federal share requested was $1.1 million, 			the local match being $295,000, with a difference of $586,000 which is considered in-eligible 				construction items.  Ms. Duncan stated that other possibilities were CDAP monies for the 					infrastructure portion and IDNR monies for the bike path.  Ms. Duncan stated that this was the most 			cost effective way to fund a project of this kind. Ms. Duncan explained that this was an 					“enhancement” application, which excludes roadway work. She stated that the application had been 			electronically submitted on May 29, 2012, and hard copy sent on June 1, 2012.

			Mr. Moe explained the project would be completed in stages, with considerations for businesses
			that need to have access to remain in operation.  

			Mr. Tony Sesine of IDOT stated that the City had met with most of the criteria that was needed for 			IDOT approval; however there were already ten applications since the 24th of May.  He stated 
			from here, it is how the City ranks with others.   There was no public comment.

							Preamble

			A.   The General Assembly of the State of Illinois has passed and the Governor has
			Approved the Prevailing Wage Act (820 Illinois Compiled Statutes 130/0.01 et.seq.): and

			B.   The Prevailing Wage Act (the “Act”) requires every municipality to investigate and ascertain
			the general prevailing rate of wages for public works during June of each year.

			NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB,
			MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

			SECTION 1: ASCERTAINMENT OF PREVAILING RATE OF WAGES: To the extent and as
			required by the Act, the general prevailing rate of wages in the locality for laborers, mechanics,
			and other workers engaged in the construction of public works coming under the jurisdiction of
			the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) is hereby considered to be the same
			as the prevailing rate of wages for construction work in the McDonough County area as determined
			by the Illinois Department of Labor (the “Department”) as of June of the current year, a copy of
			which determination is attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit A.  As required by the 
			Act, any and all revisions of the prevailing rate of wages by the Department shall supersede the 
			Department’s June determination and apply to any and all public works construction undertaken
			by the City.  Any term appearing in this Resolution which is defined by the Act shall have the same
			meanings as in the Act.

			SECTION 2: APPLICATION OF PREVAILING RATE OF WAGES: Nothing contained in this
			Resolution shall be constructed to apply the general prevailing rate of wages as herein 
			ascertained to any work or employment except public works construction of the City to the extent
			required by the Act.

			SECTION 3: CITY CLERK TO MAKE DETERMINATION AVAILABLE TO THE PUBLIC: City
			Clerk of the City shall publicly post or keep available for inspection by any interested person
			in the main office of the City the determination, or any revision thereof, of the prevailing rate of
			wages.

			SECTION 4: DETERMINATION OF PREVAILING RATE OF WAGE TO BE INCLUDED IN ALL
			DOCUMENTS: The prevailing rate of wages as determined herein, or as subsequently revised, 
			shall be included in every contract for public work.  Further, all ordinances, resolutions, calls bids
			and bid specifications relating to any public work, shall state or provide that any person performing
			any public works on behalf of the City shall be required to pay the prevailing rate of wages to all
			laborers, mechanics and other workers employed for such public works.  Also, all contractors
			bonds, provided by any contractor on any public works construction in the City shall provide a 
			guarantee that the contractor will faithfully perform his obligation to pay the prevailing rate of 
			wages as provided by the contract for such project and by the Act.

			SECTION 5: PUBLICATION OF NOTICE AND MAILING TO PERSONS REQUESTING
			DETERMINATION: The City Clerk is directed to cause notice to be published once in a secular
			newspaper having general circulation within the City that the determination of prevailing rates
			of wages made herein is in effect and that a copy of such determination is available for public
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			inspection.  Further, the City Clerk shall mail a copy of the determination to any employer or
			association of employers or to any person or association of employees who have filed their
			names and addresses, together with their request, for a copy of the determination as to 
			particular rates and particular classes of workers whose wages will be affected by such rates.

			SECTION 6: FILING OF CERTIFIED COPY OF PREVAILING RATE OF WAGES WITH
			SECRETARY OF STATE: The City Clerk is directed to file a certified copy of the determination of 			prevailing rates of wages made herein with the Office of the Secretary of State of the State of
			Illinois in Springfield, Illinois.

			SECTION 7: CITY CLERK TO REQUEST DEPARTMENT TO ASCERTAIN PREVAILING
			RATE OF WAGES: The City Clerk is directed on June 5, 2012, or as soon thereafter as practical,
			but during the month of June, 2012, to formally request the Department to investigate and ascertain
			the general prevailing rate of wages for public works applicable to the City for the next year.
