			A.   The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), has a duty to its citizens
			       to maintain infrastructure within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb.

			B.   The maintaining of City properties and infrastructure from time to time requires large
			       projects designed and managed by engineering/architectural services.

			C.   The State of Illinois mandates the procurement procedures for architectural, engineering
			       and land surveying services by local governments in 50 ILCS 510/, the Local 
			       Government Professional Services Selection Act. 
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			D.   The City of Macomb Engineering/Architectural Consulting Procurement Policy is created
			       with the intention of maintaining compliance with the laws of the State of Illinois and to 
			       help maintain efficient procurement of engineering/architectural services by the City when
			       applicable.  

			E.    The City Council desires to adopt the City of Macomb Engineering/Architectural 
			       Consulting Procurement Policy in an effort to maintain an efficient means of procuring
			       engineering/architectural services for the City of Macomb, while remaining compliant
			       with the laws of the State of Illinois.

			NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
