MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, OCTOBER 8, 2012
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, October 8, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon. 

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie and Public Works Director Jason Bainter. City Treasurer Ron Ward was absent.

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on awarding bids for the City of Macomb owned properties listed for sale.  The Council had Power to Act.  Each individual property was voted on based on General Government Committee recommendation.  

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to award Property No.1 (2 Prairie Rd) to Michael F. Clark for $203, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to award Property No. 2 (3 Prairie Rd) to Doug & Kate Mattsey for $1,000, on question being put, Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Hansen being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to award Property No. 3 (35 Timber Rd) to Robert Shouse for $551, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen and Hill being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Alderman Koch moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to award Property No. 4 (28 Oak Dr) to J.R. & Jodi Hyde for $500, on question being put, Aldermen Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Hill and Gilbert being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to award Property No. 5 (16 Hickory Dr) to Michael F. Clark for $1,100.01, on question being put, Aldermen Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hill, Gilbert and Koch being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to award Property No. 6&7 (606-610 W Jackson) to Janet Chambers for $18,011.51, on question being put, Aldermen Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch and Dorsett being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to award Property No. 8 (802 E Oak) to Dan O’Neill for $600, on question being put Aldermen Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett and Lobdell being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  
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Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to award Property No. 9 (804 E Oak) to Habitat for Humanity for $150, on question being put, Aldermen Wynn, Moon, Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell and Hinderliter being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to award Property No. 10 (810 E Oak) to Steve Adleman for $2,000, on question being put, Aldermen Moon, Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter and Wynn being all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to award Property No. 11 (W Calhoun) to Marcia Hall for $1,000, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Alderman Hill moved, seconded by Alderman Gilbert to award Property No. 12 (622 S Campbell) to Jesse R. Hamilton for $1,000, on question being put, Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Hansen being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Mayor Inman recommended that properties 13 through 20 be voted upon as one vote with the recommendation by General Government Committee for $10 each location.  He then read the list of names per property;

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to award properties 13 through 20 as was recommended and read, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen and Hill being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

The second item of discussion was on the bids received for the Northeast (Carroll Street) water main replacement project.  The low bid was received from Laverdiere Construction in the amount of $218,606.00. Public Works Director Jason Bainter explained the Grant monies were for $421,000.00.  He stated there was $19,000.00 for  administrative costs, $25,000.00 for engineering costs and Laverdiere bid for the actual work $218,606.00, leaving an additional $130,000.00 for change orders to do additional work.

 Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to accept the low bid and place on consent agenda for Monday night Council meeting.  All Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.
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The third item of discussion was on an agreement with the Macomb City Township for office space in City Hall.  General Government Committee met with a recommendation that a new agreement be made for a lump sum of $108,000.00 equaling $900/per month over a 10 year period.  This amount includes $750 for rent and the balance used towards utilities and cleaning.  The Township will continue to pay their own 
phone bill as usual.  The Council was in agreement and the Mayor stated a draft agreement would be drawn for final review.

The fourth item of discussion was on the investment proceeds from the $7.5 million bond issue.  CA Torreson stated that $500,000 would be kept back for the Design Engineering costs over the winter and that $5 million would be short term investment in CD’s with local banks being offered to participate in.  He stated the standard interest was approximately .4% to .5% for the CD’s.  He stated the balance of the $2 million would be placed in a long term investment plan with Ehlers Investment Partners with interest rates approximately .7% to .8%.  

Alderman Moon asked for purpose of timing when the investments would begin.  He stated that possibly given the length of time before any projects begin, a larger amount could go into the long term category.
He stated that there was an upcoming Public Works meeting that possibly the projects with costs could be prioritized giving them an idea of how much they could commit to long term investments.  Alderman Dorsett was in agreement.  

CA Torreson stated that the funds may be received as soon as October 16, 2012, which was the day after Council.  He stated that he would like to have bids received and ready prior to Council for the investment on the CD’s as well as the agreement from Ehlers for the Council to vote on.  He stated that Alderman Moon’s suggestion was a very good one.  

Mayor Inman stated they would follow through the plan for next week.  

The fifth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend the city fee schedule to remove residential meter maintenance fees in some circumstances by amending 24-3 of the City of Macomb Municipal Code.  

CA Torreson stated that the exempt residential properties no matter the definition, there were single families with 1” meters, so just exempting ¾” would not do it.  He recommended that the language be adjusted to the amendment, “residential” properties be exempted from all meter replacement charges.

Alderman Lobdell stated what their end goal was, to consider who the end user was, single family resident, that was who they were looking to relieve of these fees.  He stated the bigger meters were a result of changing building codes, and they felt it was time to address that and this was their workable solution.  He stated the language was difficult, so they needed to use guidelines they had used for the termination of garbage service; residential units of less than 3.  He stated that any accounts the City was unsure of needed to receive a letter and have on file for future reference.  

Mayor Inman stated for clarification that those also in cluster homes were a single family meter with single lines and treated as a single unit, therefore being exempt from the meter fee.

Mayor Inman stated the amended ordinance would be placed on agenda for Monday night meeting for second reading and final action.  
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The sixth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 2-4 of the City of Macomb, Illinois Municipal Code pertaining to Wards.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no further discussion and the Mayor stated it would be placed on agenda for Monday night meeting for second reading and final action.

There was no Other Business.


Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to move into Executive Session to consider; a)Appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body  or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec.2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act. 
c)The purchase or lease of real property for the use of the public body, pursuant to the Open Meetings Act, e) Pending or probable litigation, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, they adjourned into Executive Session at
5:31 p.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 5:55 p.m.


There being no further business, Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
