MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, December 10, 2012
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, December 10, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon. 

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie, Police Chief Curt Barker and Public Works Director Jason Bainter.  City Treasurer Ron Ward was absent.

There were no public comments.

The first item 

The first item on the agenda was a presentation from the Police Chief’s Association with an Accreditation Award to the Macomb Police Department and Police Chief Curt Barker made an award presentation to Lt. Jeff Hamer.  Mr. John Kennedy of the Illinois Association of Police was present to present the award to Chief Barker for Total Quality Management, of which there were only twelve in the state of Illinois.  

Chief Barker then stated he made a commitment to achieve the highest standards for public safety and that the accreditation was a part of that and meeting those standards.  He stated that their quest for the accreditation began in 2011 and now that had been accomplished.  He stated that he was proud of his entire staff of Officer’s and that they deserved all the credit for making Macomb Police Department the eleventh department in the State of Illinois to become accredited.  

Chief Barker then presented Lt. Jeff Hamer with an award as the accreditation manager.  He then read the award and stated that Lt. Hamer worked diligently over the past year assuring the department met all 71 criteria for accreditation standards.

The second item of discussion was a presentation from Bill Howard, 332 S. Dudley St., of the WIU Art Department who was present to explain “Rocky on Parade” project.  He explained the purpose of the program was to promote WIU and Community as well as provide funds for scholarships.  The program has been studied by WIU in other private and collegiate organizations who have implemented similar projects.  

The program consists of having sponsors who would donate $1500 to $3000 for a 30”x 50” fiberglass bull dog.  He stated that the bulldog would be mounted on a concrete pad in different locations around the campus and the city.  Each would bear a commemorative plaque acknowledging the contribution of the Sponsor.  

He stated that area artists and others would submit design proposals for the bulldogs and the designs would then be selected and the bulldogs would be submitted to those chosen to do the design.  He stated that once the design was complete they would be taken to the Heating Plant Annex for the official Rocky on Parade unveiling.  He stated that they would also actually be on parade during WIU Homecoming Parade.  Finally the bulldogs would be taken to the final location of choice for display.  

He explained that the sponsorship included the $1500, 30”X50” fiberglass bulldog, artist supply stipend, auto body clear-coat finish, marketing expenses, delivery and installation, concrete base, plaque with name of artist and sponsor and scholarships for WIU students.
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He stated that maps of the bulldog’s locations would be distributed through Macomb Area Visitor’s Bureau, Chamber of Commerce, WIU and other locations in the community.  The idea was for the tourists to follow the “Dog Walk” through the community and partake in the local area shops and restaurants.  

The third item of discussion was on an ordinance to provide for the levy and collection of taxes for the year 2012, payable 2013 for the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois.  CA Torreson explained that the Council had voted on option 2 which reflects the estimated maximum tax levy allowed under PTEL, the amount generated from new building and expired exemptions, resulting in a $76,510 increase over the 2011 levy.  

There was no discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

The fourth item of discussion was on an ordinance to abate the direct annual tax levied for 2012 to pay the annual debt service on $3.5 million in General Obligation Bonds (Waterworks Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2008A, $7.5 million in General Obligation Bonds, (Infrastructure projects Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2012 and also to abate one half ($67,783) of the direct annual tax levied for 2012 to pay the annual debt service of $1.5 million in Public Building Revenue Bonds, Series 1996, of the Macomb Public Building Commission, in McDonough County, Illinois.

There was no discussion.  

Alderman Dorsett asked how close to pay off the Building Commission Bond debt was.  CA Torreson stated he would find out the date and email the information to him.  Alderman Moon stated he believed that it was 2014.

Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action on Monday night meeting.

   
There being no further business, Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:25 p.m.
