MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 11, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, February 11, 2013, at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.  Aldermen Ryan Hansen was absent.  

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie, Public Works Director Jason Bainter and CDC Ed Basch.  City Treasurer Ron Ward was absent.

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on the consultant for the City of Macomb tree inventory.  City Forester Tim Howe was present to explain the City had received a matching grant from the State of Illinois to conduct an updated GIS based tree inventory and comprehensive forestry management plan.  The City received three proposals and the low bid was from Natural Path Forestry Consultants in the amount of $13,250.00.  Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to award the low bid and place it on consent agenda for the council meeting next Tuesday night, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

The second item of discussion was on a consultant for the Downtown Revitalization project.  CA Torreson explained the process in which the Public Works Committee had conducted interviews of three different firms for the conceptual phase of the downtown revitalization scheduled tentatively for 2015.  He stated that a total of nine firms responded to the request, however only three were interviewed on February 8, 2013.  The results of the interviews came with the recommendation of the committee to hire a firm from Jacksonville, Illinois Hutchinson Engineering.  The firm was contacted by the Mayor, CDC Basch and CA Torreson and was agreeable to the City’s budget of $45,000.00 for the conceptual phase.  He stated that the firm will have a contract signed and ready for the council meeting next Tuesday night.  

The third item of discussion was on the bidding process for the purchase and removal of the house and garage located at 1631 East Murray Street.  CA Torreson explained the purchase of the property was to obtain land needed to widen East Street for future project.  He stated that the house and garage located on the property were in very good condition, so the purpose was to seek bids to purchase and have removed the house and garage.  He stated there had been interest from several individuals already.  The timeline for this would be as follows; Request for bids published March 5, 2013, for purchase and removal of House and Garage at 1631 East Murray St in Macomb, IL.  The bid opening to take place on April 1, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. at City Hall, award bids after review at the Council meeting that Monday night.  The timeline for removal of the house and garage would be on or before October 20, 2013.  There was no discussion and the Mayor stated that a draft ordinance for surplus property would be presented at the Council meeting February 19, 2013 for approval. 

The fourth item of discussion was on the report overview of the infrastructure projects for 2013 construction season.  Public Works Director Jason Bainter was present to discuss his report.  He explained by each department what was in progress and what was proposed.  He stated that for the Waste Water Treatment department; Headworks Grit Removal System plans were 75% complete, then the plans go to the EPA for approval and bids in early June, Sanitary Sewer Lining has already been bid and work begins on February 19, 2013, Redzone Robotics Camera Work started three weeks ago and will go on for approximately 9 months, currently they work 2 weeks and are off two weeks, Wigwam Hollow Lift Station plans will be completed in the next two weeks and then go to EPA for approval with hopes to bid late spring or early summer.  
Water Department; South Water Tower Painting plans are complete, with hopes to bid late March and work to be completed this summer, Green Leaf Gravity Filter Rehab hopefully handled in house taking place next winter, North Ward Street West Adams Water Main Replacements projects have been bid with Denton Gunther Underground as low bidder, work will begin on N Ward mid March and W Adams after WIU begins summer break.

Operations; North Ward Street Reconstruct there will be a pre-bid meeting Tuesday February 12, 2013, with bids opened on February 28, 2013, East Carroll Street Improvements currently out for bids, opening February 28, 2013, South McArthur/South Dudley Culverts and Summit Street wing walls, these were not constructed last year because of budget constraints, West University Drive is waiting for IDOT to process the project with a slim chance of it being ready for this year’s season, West Adams Street was not funded and will be eligible for reapplication this fall or winter. 

There were no comments or discussion.

There was no other business.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to move into Executive Session to consider; b.) Collective Bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Open Meetings Act., on question being put, Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and the adjourned into Executive Session at 5:25 p.m.


There being no further business, Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:57 p.m.
