MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 25, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, February 25, 2013, at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.  

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  City Treasurer Ron Ward was absent.

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on consideration of an ordinance authorizing the sale of certain person property owned by the City of Macomb, 1631 E. Murray Street.  CA Torreson stated the property was purchased by the City for the East Street reconstruction  and was in very good condition, so the City would receive bids for purchase and removal of the house and garage to be moved by the buyer by October, 2013.  There was no other discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action next Monday night.

The second item of discussion was on consideration of an ordinance authorizing the sale of certain personal property (vehicles & equipment) owned by the City of Macomb.  There was an attached list of items to be sold at auction.  There was no other discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action next Monday night.

The third item of discussion was on consideration of an ordiance to create an “OL” and “SS” supplemental liquor license for Chubby’s incorporated located on W. Adams Street.  The owner’s provided a sketch of the proposed outdoor deck area where the open liquor would be served.  Alderman Lobdell wanted to clarify that there would be no access to the area from the outside and this was according to current regulations.  City Attorney Petrie stated that was correct, only a fire exit from the deck.  

Alderman Moon stated that because of the location being in a mixed residential area did the owner’s understand they would most likely be scrutinized to the fullest concerning all restrictions.  They stated yes they intended to follow all to the fullest.  

Alderman Moon pointed out the requirement for monitored or supervised at all times; the deck area.

City Attorney Petrie stated that that requirement was for a temporary situation.  

Alderman Moon Stated the language needed clarification.

City Attorney Petrie agreed.

Alderman Lobdell stated he believed those issues were addressed under “b” and “c”.

There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action on Monday night.  

The fourth item of discussion was on consideration of an ordinance to amend Section 15-215 4 of the Municipal Code of Macomb to reduce short-term parking spaces on the square.  Alderman Lobdell stated he wanted to make sure the ordinance was clear on the number of spaces being eliminated, four or five.
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Aldlerman Dorsett stated that eventually he would like to see these removed from the City Code.  

Mayor Inman stated they were originally put into place because of the nature of the businesses that were there in the past and were no longer required.

There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action on Monday night.  

The fifth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 15-234 Snow Routes on Arterial Streets of the Municipal Code of the City of Macomb.  The Mayor stated that these were streets on Wheeler from East Street to City limits.  There was no further discussion.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action on Monday night.

There was no other business.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to move into Executive Session to consider; b.) Collective Bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Open Meetings Act., on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and the adjourned into Executive Session at 5:20 p.m.


There being no further business, Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:54 p.m.
