MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, MARCH 11, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, March 11, 2013, at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.  Ryan Hansen arrived at 5:03 p.m.

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  City Treasurer Ron Ward was absent.

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on the renewal of the Macomb Area Convention and Visitors Bureau and Macomb Area Chamber of Commerce and Downtown Development contracts.  CA Torreson explained the contracts as well as presenting copies to the Committee.  He explained the contracts were due to expire on April 30, 2013 and they would be renewed for a two year period.  The funds paid to both were drawn from the Hotel-Motel Tax revenues with MACVB receiving 80%  with a cap and Chamber receiving 10% with a cap.  There was no further discussion.  Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the contracts and place on the agenda for Council and final action on Monday night, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The second item of discussion was on the bid specifications for the purchase and removal of the house and garage at 1631 E Murray Street.  CA Torreson presented a memo with a scenario of a possible situation in which the bid process could cost the City extra unwanted expense.  He stated that the recommendation at last Council was to sell the property to the highest bidder.  He stated that language was put in the bid package which was released on Tuesday.  He stated that he did not have a recommendation of language that would cover all possible scenarios.  He stated that originally the language allowed the City to evaluate and review which bid or bids would be best for the City.  Alderman Lobdell stated that was exactly why he wanted the process to be as was originally stated with the City being allowed to evaluate an overall best package for the City.  All the Aldermen agreed.  Alderman Hill stated that the City placed language in the bid package; “acceptance of bid”, that the City reserved the right to accept or reject any and all bids.
 
Alderman Hansen moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to evaluate and accept the bid that be in the best interest of the City, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and stated it would be placed on the agenda for Council and final action on Monday night.

The third item of discussion was on the FY 2013-2014 budget.  CA Torreson took the Committee through the entire projected budget package for each department.  There was some discussion on the five year CIP items in the Public Works, Police and Fire Departments.  CA Torreson stated there would be a 3% increase for water, sewer and garbage fees ahead.   

There were items that the Committee members wished to discuss at a later Committee, such as MFT decline in funds and possible future budget cuts, TIF West Side monies concerning Lamoine Hotel, Chemical Mosquito spraying the Public Works department currently does, the fireworks fund and future funding; and funding for the IT Department for the City. 

There was no other business.
