MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, APRIL 22, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, April 22, 2013 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie. City Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent.

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on a resolution application for a public transportation capital grant to the Illinois Department of Transportation for minivans for the public transportation program.  Gary Ziegler was present to explain the grant amount was for $150,000.00 to purchase 4 minivans to replace the current ones with high mileage.  He explained the purpose for the resolution was to give authority to Mayor Inman to sign off on the grant application.  He explained that the minivans are used daily to move seniors as demand response.  There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for final action at May 6, 2013 Council Meeting.

The second item of discussion was on purchasing equipment budgeted for the Public Works Department.  Public Works Director Jason Bainter was present to give council a list of budgeted items for purchase by departments.  The items for purchase were:
Cemetery Grounds
1)  2 Mowers 
2)  1 Utility Tractor
3)  Pickup Truck
4)  ADA Compliant Ramp

Public Works
1)  2 Ton Plow Truck
2)  Backhoe
3)  Heavy Equipment Trailer

Sewer Department
1)  Utility Truck

PW Director Bainter explained all items were budgeted in the FY 2013-14 budget.   There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for final action at May 6, 2013 Council Meeting.

The third item of discussion was on a petition from Chris Trotter to vacate part of the North McArthur Street Right-Of-Way.  Neither Mr. Trotter nor Mr. Hunziker was available to answer questions on the matter.  CA Torreson explained the petitioners want to vacate a part of N. McArthur Street where the pavement ends approximately 680’ north of W. Pierce Street and that there were currently no utilities located in the area.   Mr. Hunziker owns the land on both sides.  CA Torreson explained that Mr. Trotter and Mr. Hunziker attended a CDC meeting and explained their interest in eventually developing the area.  The Committee recommended that the Council allow the vacating of the right-of-way.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for further discussion at Monday night Committee of the Whole, in hopes that Mr. Trotter and Mr. Hunziker would be available for questions.
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The forth item of discussion was on proposed sale of city owned property along East Street.  CA Torreson explained that the person who purchased the DeWeese’s home and garage want to purchase the property to move the home and garage onto it.  He stated that the CDC has recommended that Council approve taking bids for two parcels of property, owned by the City along East Street.

The parcel along Pierce Street includes a full 60’ wide lot (Lot 11, BLK 3, Home Addition) along with the west 30’ of Lot 12.  This would provide a combined lot with dimensions of 90’x174’.  He stated the other parcel in question was the east part of Lot 1, which was the former DeWeese’s property.  CA Torreson stated that it was not yet sure how much of the Lot 1 could be sold because of the East Street angling west at that point.  He stated that McClure Engineering will have it figured by May 6, 2013 Council meeting.  

He stated that the timeline was for Council to adopt an ordinance approving the sale of the properties, with the second reading on May 20, 2013, published in the Voice once each week for three consecutive weeks.  Bids would be due June 17, with Council opening bids and approving sale of the properties at the Council meeting that evening. 

Alderman Lobdell asked if there was enough of a setback.

CDC Ed Basch stated yes there was enough.

CA Torreson stated there would be 25’.

Alderman Gilbert asked why we would want to sell the property right now, wouldn’t it be best to wait and see how much we need for East Street project.

CA Torreson stated that was what the Engineer’s have done for us.  He stated that the City doesn’t have to sell it just now, but if someone was willing to place a house on it, we need to sell it now.    

Alderman Dorsett stated that to sell it would behoove us to get it back on the tax roll.

Mayor Inman stated that he understood the concern Alderman Gilbert had but that was why CA Torreson had McClure’s doing the research, to make sure we did not have to buy back any property we would sell.  McClure’s gave the City that assurance in writing.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for final action on Monday May 6, 2013 Council meeting.

Other business.  Mayor Inman explained because of the recent flooding of approximately 100 or more homes were damaged.  He stated that there were many inquiries about assistance in some kind of clean up for the debris from the water damage.  Mayor Inman introduced Mr. Dave Schaab from Waste Management to speak to Council on the preliminary measures.  

Mr. Schaab Municipal Marketing Manager addressed Council.  He stated that the upcoming May 13th City Wide Clean up was too long to ask the people to hold onto their rain damaged material.  He stated expediency was important because of health risks.  He stated that he was asked what the most cost effective way to handle this situation was, as this was not City wide but more area specific.  

He stated that the data they would base their charges on were the amount of labor hours and tonnage collected the last two weeks of April for the last two years.  He stated that the first 10% of that would be on Waste Management and that they would accept up to 110% of what the average has been.  He stated that there was no way to tell what it would be, but if there was more than that, then the City will be charged at $160/per truck hour plus $49/ton tipping fees. 
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He stated that they would relax all volume restrictions that pertain to the current contract.  He stated that all they would ask was that all materials be presented in a bag or can of less than 33 gallons or less than 50lbs of weight.  He explained carpeting must be cut into 2’ rolls with no more weight than approximately 50lbs.  He stated that bulk items such as bedding and furniture would be included.  He stated that they would pick up for the next two weeks.  He also stated that he would urge the community to document their loss for insurance loss or for tax deduction purposes.   

He stated he believed this was the most cost effective and immediate way to handle the situation.  He stressed again that the only restrictions were the weight limit of 50 lbs bagged or contained.   

Alderman Lobdell stated that storm damaged electronics was not acceptable and the re-cycling center at 510 N Pearl was open Tuesday through Friday from 9:00 to 12:30.  

Alderman Hansen thanked Mr. Schaab for his time and help in the situation.

Alderman Hill asked what if the materials were drywall or paneling.

Mr. Schaab stated to break it up and contain it in no more than 50lb containers, bags etc.  

Alderman Lobdell stated that procedurally the Council could not incur financial expense at this meeting, so he made a recommendation to place on the May 6, 2013 Council meeting for concurrence, Alderman Moon seconded the recommendation all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and stated it would be placed on the agenda for final action at May 6, 2013 Council meeting.  

Christina Hillman, 833 Bobby Avenue expressed her gratitude to the Council for their public condolence on the passing of her father James VonKannon and also thanked the City for helping out the Citizens of Macomb.  

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn into Executive Session for collective bargaining matter between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(2) of the Open Meetings Act and the setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(6) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Hansen, Moon, Dorsett being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:32 p.m.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 5:50 p.m.

There being no further business to come before the Committee, Alderman Koch moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourn at 5:50 p.m.
