MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, MAY 28, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, May 28, 2013 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Steve Wailand, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie.   Alderman Tom Koch and City Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.

The first item of discussion was on the grant application dated June 4, 2013 for a Public Transportation Capital Assistance under the Illinois Department of Transportation’s general authority to make such grants.  Gary Ziegler was present to explain the breakdown of costs and the purpose for the grant application.  He stated that the grant had been approved and a resolution was necessary.  He stated that the city had been awarded $2,795,000 in capital funding through the Downstate Capital Initiative Program.  The funds were awarded for the following public transportation projects:

(4) 30’ low emission heavy duty transit buses-“Go West” fleet		$1,320,000
(3) 35’ low emission heavy duty transit buses-“Go West” fleet		$1,155,000
(12) bus stop pads, shelters, benches					$    200,000
Purchase, install on-board video camera security systems-“Go West”	$    120,000

He stated the request was that the City Council passes the resolution included in the agenda packet that would give the Mayor the authority to sign the necessary grant agreement with IDOT to receive the funding.  Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Gilbert to approve the resolution and place on the agenda for final action at Monday night council, all Aldermen voted “Aye”.  

The second item of discussion was on the ordinance to create an “OL” supplemental liquor license for Shiloh’s Bar & Bistro, LLC.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no further discussion and no opposition.  Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night council.  

The third item was Mr. Gregg Huston, NAACP representative.  Mr. Huston 1530 E. Wheeler Street came before the council to state his concern about the current projects within the City maintaining the minority compliance, participation and asked who would enforce it.  He read an excerpt from the EEOE to the council.   He stated that he had walked the East Carroll Street project as well as East Jackson May 15 and stated he did not observe any minorities.  He asked; where did we go from here? 

Mayor Inman stated that the City Administrator was the enforcer of compliance for the City as it relates to Affirmative Action Policy.  He stated that the Jackson and Bower projects were not within the City’s prevue.  He stated that the Carroll Street project was and that the Contractor has been spoken to regarding compliance with EEOE concerning the City’s ordinances.  The Contractor assured that efforts were being made by reaching out to Union participation.  He stated that the Administrator and the City were committed to the Affirmative Action Requirements.  

Mayor Inman stated he would like to see the matter sent to the General Government Committee to review the process and staying with compliance.  Alderman Dorsett stated that would be the first step and that this was probably the first amount of projects in ten years that the City has had to exercise the practice.

Mr. Huston then asked what the role of the Equal Opportunity Fair Housing was in the Affirmative Action Plan.  

The Mayor explained that they were an advisory board to the City.  They have some power when it relates to some complaints.  He explained that State and Federal regulations supersede the City’s

Jurisdiction in many instances, but the City wanted to assure advocating for anyone not being treated fairly. 

Mayor Inman asked Mr. Huston if he could be available to join the General Government Committee when they meet to discuss the issue.  Mr. Huston agreed.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to refer the matter to General Government Committee for further discussion and review, all Aldermen voted “Aye”.

The fourth item of discussion was to authorize submitting a grant application for LED lighting in the Downtown area.  Tim Howe was present to explain the grant.  He stated that there had been an energy audit conducted by Springfield Electric and the City was approached by Illinois Community Foundation about a pilot program to convert outdoor lighting to a more efficient type of lighting.  He stated that the calculations indicated that the city could save $65,000 over a ten year period by converting to LED lighting in the downtown area, based on 210 fixtures.  

He stated there were 8 light circuits that were currently unmetered but the city was not required to incur the expense of metering them.   He stated they had contacted Carl Fisher, AMEREN Relations Coordinator from Jacksonville and he had advocated for Macomb to bypass the existing ballast and simply replace the lamps.  At the request of AMEREN the city would need to install a meter on one circuit so they can monitor usage.  He stated that the savings of the unmetered lights would be 75% on the previous flat rate charge; on the metered lights the savings would come from the LED’s installed. He stated there was also a possibility of a rebate program from DCEO of $15 for each lamp replacement.  One of the rebate requirements however were the lamps must be from an approved list. 

Nathan Cobb of WIRC has consented to prepare the grant for the City, which is due June 1, 2013 and the City should hear by June 27, 2013.  Mr. Howe reassured the Council that if anything were to happen they could back out.  

Alderman Moon asked what the cost difference was between the two lamps was.  

Mr. Howe stated that the approved lamps were $60 more than the unapproved.  

Alderman Moon stated he would support going forward with the grant.  

Alderman Dorsett asked if there was clarification on staff time counting as “in kind”, would our grant cost count toward our match.  

Mr. Howe stated he asked Mr. Romo and he indicated it would be a possibility.  He stated however, the electrical wiring he would not be comfortable doing.  He stated as far as changing out the lamps most staff was capable of doing that.  

Alderman Dorsett stated he did not hear a for sure.

Mr. Howe stated he could clarify a hard core for sure.

CA Torreson asked how much the application would be for and what the City match would be.

Mr. Howe stated the figures were still being computed as of today, but he did not feel the amount would be greater than what was originally stated; $28,000.  

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the grant application to be made, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Wailand, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all 
Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried. 
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Alderman Dorsett stated he was more in favor than not but was very uncomfortable with the softness of the numbers, but knew that they could pull the plug and should if better numbers were not confirmed before the grant.  

Alderman Moon asked if these would affect any changes that may happen due to the downtown renovation.  Mr. Howe stated that if they were to change out the globes it should not affect that because of the height of the lamps being almost identical. 

The fifth item of discussion was on the presentation of Benton & Associates on the Facility Plan for the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Doug Erickson and John Calise of Benton & Associates gave a power point presentation of their recommendations for the proposed 10 year plan for updating the Waste Water Treatment Facility.  The plant was originally constructed in 1935 with the most recent updates done in 1987.

Alderman Hinderliter asked what was done with the contaminated sand.

Mr. Calise stated landfill it.

Alderman Hinderliter asked what was done with the phosphorus and nitrogen.

Mr. Calise stated that came out in the sludge and that was a part of the sludge management plan.  He stated it may affect the land application that the City had permits for.   He stated that the lagoon needed to be dredged and cleaned also as part of the maintenance plan.  

Mayor Inman stated the head works renovation was on the short term plan and the rest would be taken to Public Works Committee and discussed.  

The sixth item of discussion was on the bids received for the emergency clear well piping installation.  CA Torreson stated that two bids were received on May 21, 2013; one from Leander in the amount of $128,900, one from Laverdiere in the amount of $298,185, and the Engineer’s estimate on the project was $238,000.  He stated that the City had applied for a $200,000 CDAP grant to DECO.  He stated that within the next two weeks the City should hear whether or not the grant would be approved.  He stated that further discussion on the bids would be held in executive session.  He stated the City had 30 days to make a decision on the bids.  
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Mayor Inman stated pending further discussion the matter would be deferred to June 3rd or 17th agenda for final action.

The seventh item of discussion was on the drafting of a vicious dog ordinance for the City of Macomb.  City Attorney Petrie gave a brief overview and explanation of sections proposed to add to, expand and amend in the current language covering dogs in particular deemed vicious.  

Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to refer back to the Public Safety Committee for further discussion and clarification, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman stated it would be drafted for further discussion at Public Safety Committee.  

The eighth item of discussion was on the proposed 2013 summer street improvements.  CA Torreson stated the list presented was a list compiled by the Public Works Committee after several discussions.  He stated that the list of projects was to be funded by the Infrastructure Sales Tax Revenue Fund of $500,000.00.  The list consisted of the following;

Seal coating (oil & chip) Resurface
Cape Seal Resurface
North McArthur, Lafayette, Chandler Streets

Total of all projects $453,000.00

Mayor Inman stated they would be brought to Council for bid consideration.  

There was no other business.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn into Executive Session for e) Pending or probable litigation, pursuant to Section 2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act., on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Wailand, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and the adjourned into Executive Session at 6:28 p.m.

There being no further business to come before the Committee, Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourn at 7:01 p.m.
