Alderman Ryan Hansen and City Treasurer Ronald 			Ward were absent.

NEW BUSINESS

			Shannon Duncan, WIRC was present to present the Resolution of Support for Public Facility
			Program Emergency and Resolution Committing Local Funds.  A Public Hearing was held prior to 			the Special Council meeting.

			Doug Erickson, Benton & Associates was present to explain the reasoning for Emergency Assistance 			from the State for infiltration problems.  He explained the recent flooding had infiltrated some of the 			drain bodies into the lower levels of the water treatment plant, as a result storm water infiltrating the 			old clear well as well as the north clear well, this caused a loss of over half of the clear well capacity.  

			He explained that piping would run through the clear wells and the old clear well would then be 				abandoned.  

			Alderman Lobdell asked what the solution to the capacity loss was.  
			
			Mr. Erickson stated the loss was not significant and that the goal was to have a more reliable one 				million gallon capacity than an unreliable 1.1 million.
