MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, JULY 29, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, July 29, 2013 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present:  Steve Wailand, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Tom Koch, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie and PW Director Jason Bainter.   Alderman Ryan Hansen and City Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.  

The first item on the agenda was a petition request from Melanie Dunn for a memorial tree planting in Chandler Park.  City Forester Tim Howe was present to state that the petition from Ms. Dunn was for memorial to her late husband Jeff who had passed away from cancer this year.  Mr. Howe stated that he had looked at the site request just north of the playground and stated it was a very good location because it would be replacing a tree that had to be removed because of construction.  He stated it would be a provision for shade and screening from the street traffic and he would recommend approval for the request.  

Alderman Dorsett asked what species he would be planting.  

Mr. Howe stated he did not know for sure at this time but it would have a fuller crown and would not be a Sweet Gum.  

There was no further discussion. 

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to approve the request and place on the Consent Agenda for Monday night Council, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

The second and final item on the agenda was an update of current and upcoming street projects given by PW Director Jason Bainter.  Mr. Bainter handed out a status report sheet, and gave a brief overview of each listed;

East Carroll Street Reconstruction Project- He stated that this was 95% complete with completion date of August 15, 2013.  There was sidewalk work, signage and seeding left to do.

Bower Road US 67 Intersection- He stated there were 30 days left on the working contract.  All the concrete should be finished by week end with exception of handicap ramps.  Milling of the asphalt portion of the roadway, signals and seeding were left to do. 

Mayor Inman added a status to the work, he stated he had been contacted by McClure Engineering that there would be an additional 800 to 900 feet of milling to complete west of the project totaling $70,000.00, this remaining from the CDAP funds.  This would be from west of the construction limits back to Gentry Motor Company.  

North Ward Street Reconstruction- Mr. Bainter stated that completion date for this project was August 9, 2013.  He stated there was one block of construction, seeding and signage left to complete and he did not believe the August 9th completion could be met because of recent weather conditions and other unforeseen issues.
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Dudley, McArthur and Summit Streets Culverts Replacements- Summit Street is complete with exception of seeding.  McArthur is complete with exception of seeding and milling for approaches, this would be done when Dudley Street was completed.  He stated the culvert was put in the ground today, backfilling and storm sewer work needed to be done and then the pavement work.  He stated the completion date was August 15, 2013 and he believes they could get close to that.  

Chandler Street Paving- Mr. Bainter reported that the completion date was August 15, 2013 and they would be pushing very hard to meet that date.  He stated there were two pours left to do as well as driveway tie-ins, shoulder work and seeding.   

North McArthur Milling and Asphalt Overlay- Mr. Bainter reported that when milling was done the concrete was subpar, so there will be a bid opening on Monday to overlay 1 ¼” thickness, for a one block section.  

Seal coating (Oil & Chip) Resurface- He reported this work was done last week by the Township Crew.  The streets completed were Candy Lane, Johnson, Tower Road and 1050th Road.  Mr. Bainter stated that a bid opening on Monday would take place for micro seal over Candy Lane and Johnson Street with striping and manhole adjustments on Candy Lane.  

Wigwam Hollow Bridge Replacement – Mr. Bainter reported that the project had been designed in detail and all right-of-ways have been secured.  There was still work to be done on two temporary easements and it was slated to bid by IDOT late in November with work beginning in early spring of next year. 

East Street Paving- Mr. Bainter reported that there was an agreement being sought with BNSF to widen and approve railroad crossing.  He stated the permit would be by Illinois Commerce Commission.  The project was currently being designed with plans to bid in January 2014 and construction beginning spring of 2014. 

Adams Street Water Main- He stated this was behind schedule because of issues of contaminated soil found at Lafayette and Adams because of past oil station locations being at three corners.  He stated the Department of Natural Resources would do clean up at no cost to the City.  He stated that ductile iron pipe would have to be used rather than plastic.  The hookup to the new services has begun and will continue until complete.  He stated that there would be patching because of digging in street versus the boring process; because of restrictions of the area and size of boring machine.  

NW Water Main Replacement #3- He reported that the project was complete and paid out.

Walker Street Water Tower Rehab- He reported that the City had applied for a State Revolving Loan and biding was planned for January 2014, with start date slated for June of 2014. 

Water Plant Clear Well Bypass- He reported that FEMA monies had been applied for and bids had been taken with low bid being E.L. Pruitt, as soon as the City had the go ahead.  

Wigwam Hollow / Lamoine Village Lift Station- He reported it had not been bid yet; they were waiting on some easements.  He stated there would be the base bid with two alternates for gravity lines 1.) Across Lamoine to Woodland Lane.  2.) Woodland Lane all the way up to the back of former Lamoine Village, thus allowing the abandonment of Lamoine Village lift station.

Wastewater Headworks- He reported that it had not been bid because of IEPA permitting. The project was designed in detail and submitted.  He stated bidding was anticipated for the fall of 2013.  

Mr. Bainter mentioned monies earmarked from Phil Hare era for University Drive, this would be scheduled for next year, bid by IDOT while the students were gone, it would include the intersection at Wigwam and University Drive, sidewalks and ramps, milling and white topping at the intersection of Western and 
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University Drive.   He also mentioned plans to do full depth recycle on Deer Road as well as E. Jefferson extension behind the K-Mart.  

There was no further discussion.  

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn into Executive Session for a.) Appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act, and b.)  Collective Bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (2) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Wailand, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Koch, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and the adjourned into Executive Session at 5:20 p.m.

There being no further business to come before the Committee, Alderman Wynn moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
